The health condition of Bangladesh's critically ill 

former premier Khaleda Zia is "still unchanged", a 
senior leader of her party has said.

Zia, the 80-year-old Bangladesh Nationalist Party 
(BNP) chairperson, was admitted to a private 
hospital on November 23 when she developed a 
chest infection that affected both her heart and lungs. 
Four days later, the three-time prime minister was 
shifted to the coronary care unit after several of her 
health complications worsened.

BNP Senior Joint Secretary General Ruhul Kabir 
Rizvi on Sunday said Zia's physical condition 
remained unchanged."From the doctors, we heard 
that her condition has not deteriorated. We also did 
not get any news that her physical condition has 
improved much," he was quoted as saying by The 
Daily Star newspaper.Rizvi said there has not been 
any advice yet about taking Zia abroad for treatment.

On Saturday, BNP Secretary General Mirza Fakhrul 
Islam Alamgir said that physicians said she may 
require treatment abroad, but her current physical 
condition does not permit overseas travel.

The BNP had on Friday said her condition is very 
critical and sought people to keep her in their prayers.

Zia, the wife of slain Bangladesh president Ziaur 
Rahman, has been suffering from multiple other 
health complications, including liver and kidney 
issues, diabetes, arthritis, and eye-related illnesses.

Earlier in the year, Zia returned to the country from 
London on May 6 after spending four months for 
advanced medical treatment.

A total of 303 people died and 279 remain missing after 

flash floods and landslides struck three provinces in 
Indonesia's Sumatra region, the country's National 
Disaster Management Agency (BNPB) said on 
Saturday.Heavy monsoon rains have submerged 
entire communities, forcing tens of thousands to 
evacuate and leaving residents stranded as access to 
many areas remains cut off.

BNPB Chief Suharyanto told a press conference that 
North Sumatra suffered the highest number of 
casualties, with 166 deaths and 143 people still 
unaccounted for. In West Sumatra, 90 people were 
confirmed dead and 85 missing, while in Aceh, 47 
fatalities were recorded and 51 people remained 
missing.He chaired a coordination meeting with 
BNPB units deployed in the three hardest-hit 
provinces, emphasising that operations must be 
intensified as weather conditions in the affected areas 

begin to improve.He noted that the agency is 
prioritising three urgent tasks: conducting search and 
rescue operations for those still missing, restoring 
disrupted communication access, and ensuring the 
swift delivery of logistics to affected residents.

Kazakhstan on Sunday told Ukraine to immediately 

stop drone strikes on the Caspian Pipeline 
Consortium’s (CPC) Black Sea terminal, warning 
that repeated attacks on the critical oil facility had 
disrupted global supplies.

The appeal came after a major Ukrainian naval drone 
attack forced the CPC to suspend operations at its 
Novorossiysk terminal, which handles more than 1 
per cent of the world’s oil.The CPC -- whose 
shareholders include Russia, Kazakhstan, Chevron, 
Lukoil and ExxonMobil -- said a key loading buoy 
was "significantly damaged" in a November 29 
strike, forcing the withdrawal of tankers and a halt in 
all loading operations.The pipeline system exports 
roughly 80 per cent of Kazakhstan’s oil and carried 
68.6 million tonnes last year, making it one of the 
most important arteries of energy supply in the 
region.

Kazakhstan’s foreign ministry condemned the strike, 
calling it the third series of attacks this year on what it 
described as "an exclusively civilian facility whose

NUSRL Ranchi Hosts National Meet on 
Tobacco & Nicotine Control

Ranchi: The National University of Study and Research in 
Law (NUSRL), Ranchi, hosted a National Consultation on 
“Protection from Emerging Tobacco and Nicotine Products,” 
bringing together public health experts, policymakers, and 
legal scholars.

In his keynote remarks, Dr. Ansari stressed that while laws ex-
ist, effective implementation remains critical. He urged future 
lawyers and judges to uphold public welfare through respon-
sible decision-making and inter-branch cooperation between 
the legislature, judiciary, and executive.

RNS: A European team of 
scientists has developed a 
new modelling tool that 
could significantly extend 
pacemaker battery life by an-
alysing and disabling unnec-
essary device functions based 
on individual patient needs.
The research — conducted 
by experts at the University 
of Leeds, Université Greno-
ble Alpes, and the University 
Hospital of Grenoble-Alpes 
— examines how different 
pacemaker features consume 
power, offering clinicians a 
way to fine-tune device set-
tings for maximum longevity.
Pacemakers typically last 
seven to 14 years depending 
on how intensively their fea-
tures are used. By switching 
off functions not required 
by a specific patient, the new 
system could add several ex-
tra years to battery life, re-
ducing the need for replace-
ment procedures and easing 
financial costs on healthcare 

systems, including the UK’s 
NHS. 
“This represents an initial 
step toward enabling clini-
cians to select the most ap-
propriate pacemaker and 
optimise its settings to deliver 
the required performance 
and battery longevity for 
each patient,” said Dr. Klaus 
Witte of the University of 

Leeds School of Medicine. 
The study, published in PLOS 
One under the title “Cardiac 
implantable electronic devic-
es’ longevity: A novel model-
ling tool for estimation and 
comparison,” is openly acces-
sible, allowing cardiologists 
worldwide to use the tool for 
clinical decision-making. 
Dr. Witte, who is also Con-

sultant Cardiologist at Leeds 
Teaching Hospitals NHS 
Trust, emphasised the broad-
er benefits of the tool: “Ide-
ally, it will delay—or poten-
tially eliminate—the need for 
battery replacements, ben-
efiting patients, the NHS and 
society more broadly.”

this field.
How the research was con-
ducted
The team assessed battery 
usage from manufacturer 
manuals, created computer 
simulations to evaluate en-
ergy consumption under 
different settings, and veri-
fied their findings using real 
patient data. The results in-
dicate which functions are 
most power-intensive, how 
settings affect longevity, and 
how many additional years 
can be gained by disabling 
certain features.
A step toward personalised 
cardiac care
Currently, pacemaker selec-
tion and configuration are 
largely guided by manu-
facturer recommendations 
— often without complete 

clarity on lifespan implica-
tions. With the new model, 
clinicians and patients can 
jointly decide which func-
tions are medically necessary 
and which are optional.
“We often don’t know exactly 
how different options affect 
battery life,” Dr. Witte ex-
plained. “Choosing features 
is similar to selecting options 
on a car — some are essential, 
some are conveniences, and 
all come with trade-offs.”
The project involved collabo-
ration with French research-
ers Pascal Defaye, Serge 
Boveda of Clinique Pasteur, 
and Jean-Renaud Billuart 
from industry partner Mi-
croport.
Experts believe this approach 
could reshape pacemaker 
management by deliver-
ing longer-lasting devices, 
reducing surgical interven-
tions, and promoting better 
patient-specific cardiac care.

New Delhi: The Congress 
on Monday landed in an 
unexpected storm after 
party MP Renuka Chowd-
hury arrived at Parliament 
carrying a rescued puppy 
— and then delivered a 
barbed remark that trig-
gered a fierce BJP back-
lash.
Chowdhury, a Congress 
Rajya Sabha MP, briefly 
walked into the Win-
ter Session with the pup, 
explaining that she had 
picked it up near an ac-
cident site to save it from 
being run over. “What 
protocol? Is there any law 
against saving a life?” she 
asked reporters. “I saw the 
puppy, feared it would die, 
so I brought it here and 
sent it home afterward.”
But it was her next remark 
that ignited outrage:
“Those who bite are inside 
Parliament.”
The BJP slammed the com-
ment as a direct insult to 
lawmakers and the dignity 
of Parliament. BJP spokes-

person Shehzad Poonawa-
la accused Chowdhury of 
theatrics and disrespect.
“Renuka Chowdhury has 
insulted Parliament and 
its members. She brings a 
dog to Parliament and then 
says those who bite are in-
side — implying MPs and 
staff. This isn’t accidental, 
this is drama,” Poonawala 
said, adding that the in-
cident reflected the Con-
gress’s “penchant for dis-
ruption over productive 
debate.”

He further alleged that 
such behaviour “exposes 
the true face of the Con-
gress,” which he accused of 
undermining institutions 
and favouring dynasty 
over democracy. “This is 
an insult to Ambedkar’s 
Constitution. The Con-
gress should apologise,” he 
demanded.
Chowdhury remained un-
apologetic, asserting that 
she has adopted multiple 
strays before and criticiz-
ing the selective outrage: 

“If I rescue an animal, it’s 
a controversy — but those 
who metaphorically ‘bite’ 
inside Parliament go un-
questioned.”
The puppy episode quickly 
snowballed into yet an-
other flashpoint in the 
escalating BJP–Congress 
confrontation, adding one 
more layer of drama to a 
Winter Session already 
rife with clashes over the 
Special Intensive Revision 
exercise, pollution, and 
procedural disputes.

PM says delivery needed, not drama in 
Parliament, Priyanka Gandhi hits back

New Delhi .(Agency)
Senior Congress leader Shashi Tharoor's strained ties with the party 

leadership may be headed for a climax. The four-time 
Thiruvananthapuram MP has missed back-to-back party meetings, 
intensifying speculation regarding his plans after sharp exchanges 
between Tharoor and a section of Congress colleagues.

Also significant is the timing: Tharoor's home state, Kerala, will go to 
Assembly polls early next year, and if he intends to quit the Congress, 
he will likely do so before the election. The senior leader, however, has 
downplayed the buzz and said he did not skip the meeting, but missed it 
because he was in Kerala with his elderly mother.

Last evening, top leaders of 
the Congress met at the 
home of Sonia Gandhi, the 
party's parliamentary chair, 
to discuss the strategy for 
the Winter Session that 
began today. The who's who 
o f  t h e  C o n g r e s s  
p a r l i a m e n t a r y  p a r t y,  
including party chief 
Mallikarjun Kharge and 
senior leader Rahul Gandhi, 
were present.

Tharoor was absent. He told the media today that he had informed the 
party high command of his inability to attend the meeting. This was the 
second crucial party meeting that Tharoor missed. Earlier, on 
November 18, he was absent from a meeting called by Gandhi and 
Kharge to discuss the party's plans to corner the government on the 
Special Intensive Revision (SIR) issue.

Tharoor had then conveyed that he was unwell. The senior leader, 
however, attended a lecture by Prime Minister Narendra Modi the 
evening before. His praise of Prime Minister Modi's speech, in which 
he targeted the Congress, raised eyebrows.

BENGALURU.(Agency)
Congress President Mallikarjun Kharge on 
Monday welcomed Vice President CP 
Radhakrishnan as the new Rajya Sabha 
Chairman, but mentioned the "unexpected 
exit" of former Vice President Jagdeep 
Dhankhar, who resigned on health grounds in 
July. Kharge's remarks drew a fiery response 
from Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren 
Rijiju, who flagged the "unkind words" used 
by the Opposition on Dhankhar in the past.

Kharge, the Leader of Opposition in Rajya 
Sabha, delivered his customary remarks, 
welcoming Radhakrishnan as the new Chair, 
but said that the House did not get an 
opportunity to hold a grand farewell 
ceremony for Dhankhar. "...I hope you will 
not mind that I am constrained to refer to your 

predecessor's completely unexpected and 
sudden exit from the office of the Rajya Sabha 
Chairman, which is unprecedented in the 
annals of parliamentary history. The 
Chairman, being the custodian of the 
entire House, belongs as much to the 
opposition as to the government," 
Kharge said.

"I was disheartened that the House did not 
get an opportunity to bid him a farewell. 
Regardless, wish him, on behalf of the 
entire opposition, a very healthy life," 
the Congress President said, drawing 
sloganeering from the BJP members.

Hitting back at Kharge, BJP leader and 
Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren 
Rijiju questioned the former's need to raise 
Dhankhar's resignation on a "solemn 

occasion". He then attacked the Opposition 
for using "unkind words" on Dhankhar in the 

past."Why did the Leader of the Opposition 
refer to a case that was not necessary to raise at 
this point? I want to remind the House of the 

language used to insult the former Vice 
President. The unkind words that you used 

against the former Vice Chairman and 
the removal motion that you served, a 
copy of which we still have, we have not 
forgotten," Rijiju said as Opposition 
benches started to protest. Appealing to 
Kharge and the Opposition members to 
refrain from talking about Dhankhar's 
resignation, Rijiju said, "Just think how 
much you have tarnished the dignity of 
the Chair. We should respect everyone in 
a democracy. This is unfortunate."

 During his address, Kharge reminded 
Radhakrishnan of his past association 
with the Congress and urged him to 

remain impartial, warning that any tilt 
towards the BJP could be “dangerous."

New Delhi .(Agency)
Samajwadi Party (SP) leader Rajeev Rai, who is a Member of Parliament 
(MP) for the Lok Sabha, was recently in Bengaluru and lashed out at the 
city's never-ending traffic problem. In a post on the social media platform 
X, Rai on Sunday tagged Karnataka Chief Minister Siddaramaiah and 
said that the state government has the worst traffic management and the 
most irresponsible, useless traffic police.

The state's ruling Congress, currently caught in a leadership tussle 
between Siddaramaiah and Deputy Chief Minister DK Shivakumar, has 
faced criticism over the traffic mess before, but this time, it has come 
from an ally in the opposition coalition - the Samajwadi Party.

"Will Miss Flight To Attend 
Parliament”

Rai, the SP's Lok Sabha MP 
from Uttar Pradesh's Ghosi 
constituency, said on Sunday 
that for the last hour, he was 
s t u c k  o n  B e n g a l u r u ' s  
Rajkumar Samadhi Road and 
would miss his flight to 
Delhi.

"They (traffic police) don't even pick up phone calls," Rai said and shared 
two screenshots of his attempt to speak to the cops. "None of them picked 
up my call," he added. "Tomorrow, I have to attend the Parliament 
session. Not a single policeman is seen around," Rai further said.

"These inefficient officers are enough to spoil the name and charm of this 
beautiful city. No doubt now Bengaluru traffic has earned the reputation 
of most notorious traffic," the SP leader added. A day later, Rai told that 
after he put out the post on X, authorities in Bengaluru contacted him. 
"They (authorities) mentioned the reason for the traffic jam. They give an 
assurance... try putting out such a social media post in a Bharatiya Janata 
Party (BJP)-ruled state, and an FIR (First Information Report) will be 
filed against you," Rai added. On being asked about Bengaluru BJP MP 
Tejasvi Surya complaining about the current traffic situation in 
Bengaluru and asking the state government to solve it, Rai said, "Was the 
traffic problem solved when the BJP was in power earlier?" He said that 
Bengaluru is a beautiful city.

New Delhi .(Agency)
Patna's 10 Circular Road, probably the city's 
hottest real estate address after CM Nitish 
Kumar's 1 Aney Marg, has housed the RJD 
first family for two decades. But after the 
NDA swept the Assembly polls in Bihar, 
former CM and the Leader of Opposition in 
the state Council, Rabri Devi, has been 
allotted a new bungalow at 39 Hardinge 
Road, barely a kilometre away and closer to 
her workplace.

Just the mention of the RJD first couple 
having to shift out of the 10 Circular Road 
bungalow, which is considered the party's 
power centre, has sparked consternation 
among its leaders, triggered a controversy and 
sparked a house hunt.

The RJD family has shown clear reluctance to 
move out. And even as the political back-and-

forth played out, reports surfaced that Lalu Prasad 
Yadav had visited a sprawling under-construction 

mansion in Patna's Danapur.
The visit triggered a political storm, with the 
JD(U) questioning the source of funds and its 
spokesperson Neeraj Kumar dubbing the 

mansion "grander than Golghar", Patna's iconic 
18th-century granary.

The Bihar Building Construction 
Department, after the new NDA 
government took oath, issued a notice to 
former CM Rabri Devi, directing her to 
shift to 39 Hardinge Road. The 10 Circular 
Road bungalow was allotted to Rabri Devi 
in 2006 after she vacated the CM's 
residence.

Since then, the Lalu family has lived at 10 
Circular Road continuously, irrespective 
of Rabri Devi's political role. Now, the 
eviction notice has effectively left Rabri 
Devi with no option but to vacate 10 

Circular Road. The move hasn't gone down well 
with the RJD. The Yadav family may be 
maintaining silence, but party leaders are in full 
attack mode on the NDA government.

The violation of a 'non-poaching' pact 
between the BJP and its ally, the Shiv 
Sena, in Maharashtra has ramped up 
tension in the ruling Mahayuti 
alliance as it preps for the Mumbai 
civic election, a battle for the world's 
richest municipal corporation.

Shinde - who led a 2022 
r e b e l l i o n ,  a l l e g e d l y  
orchestrated by the BJP, which 
broke the then-undivided Sena 
and helped the BJP reclaim 
power - offered similarly 
reassuring comments. "I don't 
take such comments seriously. 
From the day I became Chief 
Minister I have seen and heard 
many such accusations.  
Instead of getting caught in that, I 
focus on my work.” "This alliance 
was not formed yesterday or today. 

This alliance is built on a shared 
ideology and common principles," 

he said, referring to Bal Thackeray, 
Atal Bihari Vajpayee, and LK 
Advani. But one comment - "we 

fully follow principles of coalition 
dharma... our alliance partners 

should also follow" - has 
raised eyebrows, suggesting 
all is not well within the 
partnership.

And a comment by Manikrao 
Kokate from the Ajit Pawar-
led Nationalist Congress 
Party, the third member of the 
Mahayuti, has added to that 
unsettled feeling.

they should carry out their official 
responsibilities.

He took a dig at the Opposition for 
their tactics to interrupt House 
proceedings in the past, saying the 
MPs "should change their strategy" 

now.
"The game the Opposition have been 

playing for the past 10 years is no 
longer acceptable to the people. 
They should change their strategy. I 
am ready to give them a few tips," the 
Prime Minister said.

"Whoever wants to do drama can do it. 
There should be delivery here and 
not drama. The emphasis should be 
on policy and not slogans," he added.

PM Modi stressed that first-time MPs 
were getting frustrated as they were 
unable to get their chances to speak 
about the issues in their respective 
constituencies.

"First-time MPs, irrespective of their 
party, must be given a chance, and 
we should take this seriously. There 

are many places to do drama. 
There is space for that – but 
not here," he said. PM Modi's 
remarks came as the Winter 
Session of Parliament – a 
shorter session this time – 
began with the government 
out l in ing an  extens ive  
legislative agenda, including 
the tabling of 14 Bills.

The Opposition has demanded 
debates on multiple issues, 

especially the Special Intensive 
Revision (SIR) of electoral rolls, 
suicides of several Booth Level 
Officers (BLO) and national security 
concerns following the November 
10 Delhi terror attack.

The Winter Session will have 15 
sittings – a drop from the usual 20 – 
making it one of the most condensed 
winter sessions in recent years.

As DK Shivakumar and Siddaramaiah loyalists scramble for numbers and hold parallel strategy meets, high-stakes lobbying reaches Delhi with 
both sides seeking Kharge’s nod on the leadership question.

The Durand Line has again become a flashpoint and 
the rumbles have grown louder over the last two 
months. First, Pakistan carried out a strike on 
Kabul in October, which it claimed targeted the 
head of the Tehreek-e-Taliban Pakistan (TTP). 
Later that month, skirmishes ensued between the 
Afghan Taliban forces and the Pakistani military 
along the 2,640-km border, with casualties 
claimed on both sides. Qatar and Türkiye weighed 
in to organise peace talks, but three rounds of 
parleys ended in a deadlock, though an unwritten 
ceasefire was agreed upon.Earlier this month, the 
fragile truce was shattered when a suicide bomber 
killed 12 people in Islamabad. A day earlier, an 
explosive-laden vehicle had rammed into the gate 
of a military school in South Waziristan. The 
conflict ratcheted up this Monday, when three 
suicide bombers targeted the headquarters of a 
Pakistani paramilitary force in Peshawar, killing 
six. On Tuesday, a Pakistani air-strike across the 
Durand Line killed nine children and a woman.

The primary bone of contention between the 
neighbours is the TTP, apart from Pakistan forcing 
Afghan refugees to return and blocking Afghan 
trade routes. Pakistan has accused Kabul of giving 
safe haven to the TTP, which has claimed most 
attacks on Pakistan’s forces and civilians in recent 
years. The outfit, which emerged in 2007 after a 
merger of various Pashtun factions to assist the 
Afghan Taliban against the American and Nato 
occupying forces, has been designated a ‘terrorist’ 
organisation by the US and the UN working in 
tandem.Kabul, which has denied harbouring the 
TTP, has countered that Islamabad is supporting 
the Islamic State Khorasan (ISIS-K) and drone 
flights over Afghan airspace. Pakistan obfuscated 
the reply because it has agreements in place to 
allow American drones flying from its bases for 
surveillance over Iran.

The enmity, however, goes far back from the 
present—to the disputed Durand Line, named 
after Henry Mortimer Durand, foreign secretary of 
colonial India who in 1893 imposed the border to 
separate Afghanistan from colonial India. The 
same agreement included Baluchistan in British 
India.The line runs through the heartland of the 
Pashtuns, splitting Afghanistan’s largest ethnic 
group. An angry Afghanistan voted against the 
recognition of Pakistan as an independent country 
at the UN in 1948 and refused to recognise the 
Durand line. The divisive imprint left by the 
British has not been accepted by Kabul’s rulers till 
date.In recent weeks, Pakistan has accused India 
of using Afghanistan as a proxy and blamed India 
for the failure of the peace talks. India has rejected 
Pakistan’s allegations and suggested that the two 
sides sort out their problems peacefully.

The cross-border clashes and bomb blasts in the 
capitals followed Afghan foreign minister Amir 
Khan Muttaqi’s first visit to Delhi, and India’s 
decision to upgrade its embassy in Kabul and 
provide further humanitarian aid. So far, only 
Russia has officially recognised the Islamic 
Emirate of Afghanistan. India may follow 
suit.Pakistan’s hackneyed playbook of blaming 
India ignores its historical mistrust with 
Afghanistan. Pakistan’s confident expectation that 
under Taliban 2.0, Afghanistan would kowtow to 
its wishes and support its strategy of using the 
country for ‘strategic depth’ has been rudely 
shattered. The closure of trade routes has created 
economic problems for both. Landlocked 
Afghanistan has claimed a loss of around $200 
million a month owing to the shutdown.

President Donald Trump now has another conflict 
that he wants to resolve “very quickly”, as he 
stated at the recent ASEAN summit in Kuala 
Lumpur. But ever since Trump expressed his 
desire to reclaim the Bagram air base in 
Afghanistan, speculation has heightened about 
America’s intentions. Bagram can allow the US 
regular surveillance over Iran and Central Asia. 
Also notable is the US military’s recent joint 
exercises with the Bangladesh military in 
Chattogram, close to Myanmar’s border and its 
use of a ‘humanitarian’ corridor to provide ‘aid’ to 
the Arakan Army and Rohingyas.

Max Verstappen wins Qatar Grand Prix

New Delhi. (Agency) 
Former India cricketer-turned-commentator 

Aakash Chopra has said that the team 
management must give Ruturaj Gaikwad a 
chance at the top of the order before judging 
him on his failures. Gaikwad failed on his 
return to the Indian team after 16 months, 
getting dismissed for 8 runs off 14 balls in the 
first ODI against South Africa in Ranchi.

Gaikwad’s stay at the crease was cut short by a 
stunning catch from his Chennai Super Kings 
(CSK) teammate Dewald Brevis. Following 
his failure, Aakash Chopra criticised the India 
management for sending him at number four, as 
Gaikwad is predominantly a top-order batter. 
He urged the team management to give him a 
proper run and not to discard him if he fails, as 
he is primarily accustomed to opening.“I really 

don’t understand what is going on. Ruturaj 
Gaikwad has never batted at No. 4 in ODIs. You 
sent him to that position, and he got out due to a 
stunning catch by Dewald Brevis. When he got 
dismissed, I urged, with folded hands, that 
please give him three full chances. Even if he 
fails, don’t discard him immediately. Don’t 
judge him on these three performances. His 
main job is to open the batting. Until you can 
give him that position, you don’t have any right 
to pass a verdict on his ODI career,” said 
Chopra on his Youtube Channel.Chopra also 
criticised the decision to bench Rishabh Pant 
and instead play Washington Sundar in the 
middle order.“And now Rishabh Pant — when 
will you play him? He is a pure middle-order 
batter, performs best at 4 or 5, and yet you don’t 
pick him even when there is space in the middle 
order. Instead, you send two players who have 
never batted at those positions,” he added.

Rishabh Pant last played ODIs for India in 
August 2024 in Sri Lanka. He was part of the 
victorious Champions Trophy 2025 campaign 
but did not get a chance in the playing XI, with 
KL Rahul keeping wickets.

Growing up watching him on 
TV, to actually bowling to him now — it’s 
annoying but it’s fun at the same time. He 
drives well, he pulls well, cuts well, plays 
with his pads well. I don’t think much has 
changed — he’s just batting longer and 
longer,” said Jansen in the post-match press 
conference.Jansen, who first bowled to Kohli 
as a 17-year-old net bowler during India’s 
2017-18 tour of South Africa, said that 

stopping world-class batters like Kohli 
becomes almost impossible once they settle 
in.“When you bowl to world-class players, 
it’s quite difficult to get them out. I always try 
to get a batter in his first 10 or 15 balls. That’s 
when they’re still getting used to the wicket. 
But once they’re in, and they get on a roll, it’s 
very difficult to stop them. Everyone here 
knows how to play — that’s why you go to 
plan B or C,” he added.Jansen continued his 
rich form from the Test series, as he scalped 
two wickets and played a sensational innings 
of 70 off 39 deliveries to keep South Africa in 
the hunt for chasing down 350. However, 
they were eventually bundled out for 332, 
resulting in a 17-run loss. Following their 
defeat, he said that the Proteas were not too 
disheartened by going 0-1 down and believed 
they were “doing the right things” despite 
India’s win.“We didn’t bowl too badly. They 
got early wickets, we were on the back foot, 
then we pulled it back. It’s just about adding 
the good things on top of each other, like 
we’ve been doing in the Test squad,” said 
Jansen.

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New Delhi , Agency:
The Indian Air Force (IAF)
has evacuated more than 300
Indian nationals who were
stranded in Sri Lanka amid
severe flooding triggered by
Cyclone Ditwah that has
killed over 330 people and
affected more than 1.3 million
across the island. The final
group of 104 stranded Indians
was brought back on Monday
when the IAF aircraft landed
in Thiruvananthapuram at
around 6:30 am.

Notably, the IAF’s IL-76
and C-130J heavy-lift carri-
ers, which had earlier trans-
ported rescue supplies and
NDRF teams to Sri Lanka
under Operation Sagar
Bandhu, were also used to

bring back stranded passen-
gers. India deployed spe-
cialised rescue teams and
emergency supplies after
Cyclone Ditwah led to major
flooding and landslides in Sri
Lanka’s eastern region.

Along with the personnel,
nearly 21 tonnes of essential
items, including tents, blan-
kets, mattresses, dignity kits
and other urgently needed
material, were flown in last
weekend to help the worst-
affected communities.

The IAF has now evacuat-
ed more than 300 stranded
Indian citizens.

In multiple missions, IAF
helicopters also airlifted 57
Sri Lankan Army personnel
from Diyathalawa Army

Camp and Colombo to
Kotmale, according to a press
release. Kotmale, located in
Sri Lanka’s central province,

is a landslide-hit area that
remains fully cut off by road.

“A total of 55 civilians,
including Indians, foreign

nationals and Sri Lankan sur-
vivors, were successfully evac-
uated to Colombo. Operating
round the clock, the two
Indian helicopters have flown
more than 12 sorties for the
rescue operations so far,” the
release said.

In a statement, the Indian
High Commission in Sri
Lanka said that India has
stepped up its support for Sri
Lanka’s rescue work and
expanded operations across
several affected regions as
part of Operation Sagar
Bandhu. Chetak helicopters
from INS Vikrant have moved
people to safer locations,
while NDRF teams were
working in Sri Lanka’s
Puttalam and Badulla areas,

which remain badly affected
and cut off. The death toll
from floods and landslides
caused by Cyclone Ditwah
rose to 334 on Sunday,
according to Sri Lanka’s dis-
aster agency, with many peo-
ple still missing.

It is the worst natural dis-
aster to strike the island in 20
years. Officials said the scale
of destruction in the badly hit
central region is becoming
clearer only now, as workers
clear roads blocked by fallen
trees and mudslides.

Ghaziabad, Agency: A
car carrying two passengers
plunged 50 feet from a fly-
over in Uttar Pradesh's
Ghaziabad early on Monday
after the driver fell asleep at
the wheel, killing one per-
son and leaving the other
injured.

The speeding vehicle
broke through the railing of
the Rajnagar flyover and
plummeted into the premis-
es of a PWD office below.

The driver of the car,
identified as Prince, is
undergoing treatment at a
hospital while his father,
48-year-old Rakesh Kumar,
was killed in the accident,
news agency PTI reported.

The accident took place
around 3 am on Monday
when the driver, Prince,
who is in his mid-twenties,

allegedly dozed off at the
wheel, Additional
Commissioner of Police,
Nandgram, Upasna Pandey,
told PTI.

The officer said that
Prince's father, Rakesh
Kumar, a resident of
Jagarati Vihar, was also
travelling with him in the
car. Following the accident,

both were trapped inside
the mangled car and had to
be pulled out by the police
with the help of locals,
Pandey added.

They were then taken to
a nearby hospital, where
doctors declared Rakesh
Kumar dead. His body has
been sent for a post-
mortem examination.

Prince, who is currently
being treated for his
injuries, is out of danger,
the police said.

Speeding Mercedes rams
three persons in Delhi's
Vasant Kunj

The incident comes a day
after a speeding Mercedes
car hit three persons and
rammed into a roadside
pole near the Ambience
Mall in Delhi's Vasant Kunj.

One of the three persons
hit by the car, 23-year-old
Rohit Singh, died in the
accident, while two of his
friends were injured and
taken to the hospital for
treatment. All three worked
at a restaurant in the
Ambience Mall.

The driver of the car,
Shivam, 29, was arrested
after the incident. 

Speeding car plunges 50 feet from Ghazia-

New Delhi, Agency: The
Supreme Court on Monday
entrusted the Central Bureau of
Investigation (CBI) to probe all
pending first information reports
(FIR) in cases related to digital
fraud.

“The digital arrest scam
undoubtedly requires immediate
attention of the premier investiga-
tion agency and therefore we pro-
ceed further with a clear direction
that CBI shall investigate case
reporting as Digital Arrest scam,”
said a bench of Chief Justice of
India (CJI) Surya Kant and justice
Joymalya Bagchi.

The court issued a slew of
directions giving the agency a
“free hand” to probe the role of
banks and its officials in facilitat-
ing opening of new bank accounts
into which the fraudsters coerce
the victims to transfer money.

The court also issued notice to

the Reserve Bank of India (RBI)
to assist the court on how artificial
intelligence or machine learning
tools can be employed to detect
such accounts.

The court directed the
Information Technology interme-
diaries to provide details and
cooperation to the CBI in the
investigation related to digital
arrest cases. The bench asked all
states, Union Territories (UT) to
set up a regional and state cyber
crime coordination centre to deal
with such online offences.

The top court said all states
and Union Territories and their
police agencies along with CBI are
free to freeze bank accounts used
in defrauding citizens.

The court passed the order in a
suo motu proceedings on a letter
addressed by an elderly couple in
Haryana who were duped of over
1 crore in a digital arrest fraud.

Probe pan-India digital arrest fr-
aud cases: Supreme Court to CBI

New Delhi, Agency: The
Department of Telecom munications
(DoT) has issued a directive to all
original equipment manufacturers
(OEMs), directing them to mandatori-
ly install the Sanchar Saathi app on all
mobile devices, with the provision
that users aren’t able to uninstall the
app.

According to the directive, OEMs
like Apple, Oppo, Vivo, Xiaomi,
Samsung will have 90 days to pre-
install the app on new mobile phones.

The portal, set up in May 2023,
allows the reporting and blocking of
lost mobile phones, malicious web
links, know the number of mobile
connections in a user’s name, and
check trusted contact details of banks
and financial institutions.

A DoT official told  that the man-

date is based on the belief that it will
make fraud reporting much easier.

“Rig now, reporting time varies
because users have to go to the web-
site to report fraud or stolen mobile
phones,” the official said.

When asked how users would
report a lost phone if the app is on the
device itself, the official said the portal
is “advanced enough” that users do
not need to remember their IMEI

number. “The government doesn’t
want citizens to be burdened,” the
official added.

The Sanchar Saathi app will offer
other services such as checking mobile
connections issued in a user’s name,
verifying whether a handset is gen-
uine, and reporting suspicious com-
munication or spam. Unlike the web-
site, the app will not require OTP ver-
ification on the phone.

“This saves time and in fraud cases,
even a few seconds matter,” the offi-
cial said.

According to the DoT, cyber fraud
has led to losses of nearly 35,000
crore in the last three to four years.
The official said the department
expects full cooperation from OEMs
in implementing this directive.

Circle Officer Sarvam Singh
said three people — the caterer
and two others allegedly involved
in the altercation — were detained
for questioning and released later
in the nig.

"Action will be taken only after
the forensic report establishes the
nature of the meat. No case has
been filed so far," he said.

Gaurav Kumar has submitted a
written complaint against the
caterer, alleging deliberate hurt-

ing of religious sentiments.
Police said confusion over the

term "beef", used interchangeably
for both buffalo meat (legal) and
cow meat (banned), often leads to
tensions in the region.

As news spread, BJP workers
gathered at the Civil Lines Police
Station, demanding strict action.

BSP leader Salman Shahid,
who also reached the station,
accused BJP workers of "high-
handed behaviour" and ignoring
explanations that the issue arose
from a misunderstanding.

Beef' in buffet triggers row at Aligarh
wedding; samples sent for forensic test

Jhansi, Agency: The
body of a 26-year-old
woman was found gnawed
by insects at a mortuary in a
medical college in Uttar
Pradesh's Jhansi, her family
alleged. The incident led to
authorities launching a
probe, with three staffers of
the medical facility facing
action.

According to officials,
the deceased, identified as
Kranti Devi, a native of
Sarvo village in the
Gurusarai area, had
allegedly consumed poison
on November 28 following
an argument with her hus-
band, news agency PTI
reported.

The argument took place
at the home of the deceased,
who died during treatment
at the medical college. Her
body was then kept in the
mortuary of the facility.

The woman's brother,

Saksham Patel, said he had
paid money to the medical
college a day before for the
body to be kept in the mor-
tuary freezer. However, he
claimed that when he
returned the next day to
take the body, he saw that
insects had partially
gnawed at her eye and ear,
the report further men-
tioned.

After the brother flagged
the issue, the Chief Medical
Superintendent (CMS) Dr
Sachin Mahour reached the
mortuary. Mahour said that
on examination of the
corpse, bite marks were
found near the woman’s
eyes and ears.

The chief medical super-
intendent assured the fami-
ly of the deceased that an

investigation would be con-
ducted into the incident.
Mahour said that while one
mortuary employee was ter-
minated, another had been
suspended and a third was
issued a show-cause notice.

A detailed probe into the
incident is currently under-
way, with directions being
issued to staffers to ensure
proper maintenance and
greater sensitivity in the
mortuary, PTI quoted offi-
cials as saying.

In another news from
UP, a 25-year-old woman
was found dead under mys-
terious circumstances
inside her house in Amethi
on Monday, police said.

The woman, identified as
Sapna, had been married
for two years, PTI news
agency reported.

The deceased's body was
sent for post-mortem exam-
ination.
