UN chief Antonio Guterres's office warned Monday of 

"serious environmental consequences" from recent 
strikes on oil facilities and desalination plants in the 
Middle East, saying they pose significant threats to 
air quality and drinking water."We continue to raise 
the alarm over the humanitarian impact of escalating 
violence across parts of the Middle East, which is 
driving rising civilian casualties, damage to civilian 
infrastructure and growing displacement of people," 
the secretary-general's spokesman Stephane 
Dujarric told a press conference.He added that the 
United Nations was "particularly concerned by the 
number of reports of recent strikes on oil facilities, 
which could have serious environmental 
consequences across the region, with immediate 
possible impacts on safe water, on air that people 
need to breathe, and on food."Bahrain's interior 
ministry had said Sunday that an Iranian drone 
attack also damaged a water desalination plant, 
which is essential infrastructure for the country's 
economy and drinking water supplies."We reiterate 
again that all possible precautions must be taken to 

protect civilians from the impact of hostilities and to 
avoid damage to health facilities, schools, water 
systems and other essential infrastructure," Dujarric 
said.

Several oil facilities in Iran were targeted by Israeli 
strikes Sunday, and Iran has also launched strikes on 
oil facilities in the region.

War Mojtaba’s Trump card 
after Khamenei

BENGALURU. (Agency) 
Very little is known about Mojtaba Khamenei, the 

second son of late Ayatollah Ali Khamenei and Iran’s 
new Supreme Leader. Mojtaba, 56, was selected as 
the Islamic Republic’s Supreme Leader on Sunday by 
the 88-member Assembly of Experts—the clerical 
body that appoints the Rahbar (supreme leader).

“Mojtaba has managed to keep himself in the shadows. 
Only a regime insider would know of his influence. 
He is a student of theology, as far as can be found, and 
thus has no specialisation in Fiqh (jurisprudence) 
which is the constitutional mandate for the post of 
Rahbar,”Prof Kingshuk Chatterjee of Department of 
History, University of Calcutta, said. He added that 
after the death of Khomeini, even Khamenei did not 
have a specialisation in Fiqh, and was selected 
arguably for his political acumen (the other 
requirement for the post since 1989).

“Mojtaba has neither. Khamenei as the Supreme 
Leader enjoyed more power than was originally 
mandated in the constitution. It would be interesting 
to see if Mojtaba gets to do the same or not, since 
unlike Khamenei he does not have the credentials of a 
revolutionary. It would be perfectly possible to 

reduce the powers of the office to its original form, or 
even a more reduced one,” said Chatterjee.

The foundational doctrine of the Islamic Republic of 
Iran, developed by Ayatollah Khomeini, establishes 
that a senior Islamic jurist (faqih) has the authority to 
rule. The system is based on velayat-e faqih 
(Guardianship of the Jurist).“Mojtaba’s election as 
the Supreme Leader is therefore surprising. If the US 
and Israel had not launched the war, Iranians would 
have been on the streets opposing his election,” he 
said, adding the ongoing war is “driven by the Israeli 
quest for security”.

Electrically powered air taxis will start taking to the 

skies in some states and cities across the US, 
including in New York, after the government 
approved several pilot projects under a program 
meant to accelerate their integration into the US 
airspace. The US Transportation Department said 
Monday that it selected eight proposals under the so-
called advanced air mobility and electric vertical 
takeoff and landing integration pilot program, which 
was first outlined in an executive order released by 
President Donald Trump last year. The government 
received more than 30 proposals, it said. The selected 
projects will span more than two dozen states, the 
department said in a statement shared with 
Bloomberg. They include a partnership between the 
Port Authority of New York and New Jersey and 
companies Joby Aviation Inc., Archer Aviation Inc., 
BETA Technologies Inc., and Electra.aero Inc. That 
project will explore several different operational 
concepts, including air taxi passenger operations at 
the Manhattan heliport. 

"This is the clearest sign yet from the White House, the 
FAA and the DOT that bringing air taxis to market in 
the United States is a real priority," Adam Goldstein, 
Archer's founder and chief executive officer, said in 
an emailed statement. Joby shares rose as much as 
8.4% in US postmarket trading while Archer gained 
2.2%.Proposals from the Texas Department of 
Transportation, the Pennsylvania Department of 
Transportation and the North Carolina Department of 
Transportation were also among those chosen.

US Secretary of State Marco Rubio announced 

Monday he has designated Afghanistan as a "State 
Sponsor of Wrongful Detention," demanding Taliban 
authorities release two Americans and commit to 
ending its "hostage diplomacy."The move comes just 
over a week after Iran became the first country added 
to Washington's new "wrongful detention" 
blacklist.President Donald Trump in September 
signed an executive order that created the blacklist, 
similar to designations by the United States on 
terrorism."The Taliban continues to use terrorist 
tactics, kidnapping individuals for ransom or to seek 
policy concessions," Rubio said in a statement.He 
said it was "not safe for Americans to travel to 
Afghanistan because the Taliban continues to 
unjustly detain our fellow Americans and other 
foreign nationals."The Taliban needs to release 
Dennis Coyle, Mahmoud Habibi, and all Americans 
unjustly detained in Afghanistan now and commit to

The International Cricket Council (ICC) said Arshdeep 
violated Article 2.9 of the Code of Conduct, which deals 
with throwing the ball or any cricket equipment at or near 
a player in a dangerous or inappropriate manner during an 
international match.
The incident took place in the 11th over of New Zealand’s 
innings when Arshdeep, after collecting the ball in his fol-
low-through, threw it back aggressively and it struck New 
Zealand batter Daryl Mitchell on the pads.
Apart from the fine, one demerit point has been added to 
Arshdeep’s disciplinary record. It is his first offence in the 
past 24 months.
Arshdeep accepted the sanction proposed by match referee 
Andy Pycroft, which meant no formal hearing was required.
The charge was levelled by on-field umpires Richard Illing-
worth and Alex Wharf, along with third umpire Allahuddien 
Paleker and fourth umpire Adrian Holdstock.
Under ICC rules, Level 1 offences can attract penalties 
ranging from an official reprimand to 50 percent of a play-
er’s match fee, along with one or two demerit points.

The Defence Re-
search and Development 
Organisation (DRDO), in 
collaboration with the Indian 
Navy, has successfully con-
ducted a series of in-flight 
trials of the indigenous Air 
Droppable Container (ADC-
150) from a P-8I maritime 
patrol aircraft off the coast of 
Goa.
Four Successful Trials in 
Challenging Conditions
According to the Ministry 
of Defence, four trials of the 
ADC-150 system were car-
ried out between February 
21 and March 1, 2026, under 
a range of demanding release 
conditions. The tests evaluat-
ed the container’s stability, ac-
curacy and reliability during 
airborne deployment from 
the P-8I aircraft, the Navy’s 
long-range maritime surveil-
lance platform.
All four trials were completed 
successfully, demonstrat-
ing the system’s capability to 
deliver essential supplies ac-
curately during operations at 
sea.

Enhancing Naval Logistics 
at Sea
The ADC-150 has been de-
signed to deliver payloads 
of up to 150 kilograms. The 
system is intended to help the 
Navy rapidly supply critical 
equipment, spare parts, food, 
medical aid and emergency 
stores to ships deployed far 
from the coast.
Such capability is particularly 
crucial for vessels operating 
in blue-water environments, 
where immediate logisti-
cal support from shore bases 
may not be possible. With this 

technology, supplies can be 
air-dropped directly to ships 
in distress or on extended 
missions.
Indigenous Development in 
Record Time
Officials said the ADC-150 
system was designed, de-
veloped and qualified do-
mestically to meet specific 
operational requirements of 
the Indian Navy’s P-8I fleet. 
The development process 
was completed in a relatively 
short time frame, highlighting 
growing indigenous capability 
in defence logistics technolo-

gies. With the successful com-
pletion of all developmental 
trials, the system is now ex-
pected to be inducted into op-
erational service with the In-
dian Navy in the near future.
Boost to Maritime Self-Re-
liance
The successful trials also 
align with India’s push for At-
manirbhar Bharat in defence, 
reducing reliance on im-
ported logistics systems while 
strengthening the Navy’s abil-
ity to sustain long-range de-
ployments across the Indian 
Ocean region.

Child & Adolescent Labour

Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath on 
Monday urged citizens to remain alert 
and get identity verification done before 
employing someone, asserting that Uttar 
Pradesh has launched strict and decisive 
action against illegal immigrants to 
safeguard security and social balance.

His appeal comes amid an ongoing 
crackdown against infiltrators across the 
state following his instructions to the 
authorities last week.

In a post on X, Adityanath said, "The 
honourable Supreme Court has made an 
extremely important remark during a 
hearing that a red carpet cannot be laid 
out for infiltrators. This makes it clear 
that infiltrators are not acceptable at any 
cost." He said resources belong to 

citizens and not to illegal immigrants, 
underlining that maintaining security, 
social equilibrium and a strong law and 
order system in the state remains his 
government's top priority.

The Supreme Court on December 2 
sharply questioned the legal status of 
Rohingyas living in India and asked 
whether "intruders" should be given a 
"red carpet welcome" while the 
country's own citizens grapple with 
poverty.

A bench comprising Chief Justice of India 
Surya Kant and Justice Joymalya Bagchi 
made the observations while hearing a 
habeas corpus (bring the person) petition 
filed by a rights activist alleging 
disappearance of a few Rohingyas from 
the custody of authorities in Delhi.

The 
speech had no mention of his 
decision to step down from the post.

no-confidence motion against Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla.

the government had not appointed a Deputy Speaker for several years, 
arguing it had created a constitutional vacuum. “The government has 
not appointed the Deputy Speaker for the last several years, which has 
created a constitutional vacuum,” he said. Presiding over the 
proceedings, BJP MP Jagdambika Pal, who was in the Chair, informed 
members that 10 hours had been allotted for the debate on the 
resolution.

Pal further noted that the Speaker had been generous in allowing the 
Opposition to bring the resolution and in facilitating the procedure for 
the debate. “The Speaker was generous with the permissions and 
procedure for the Opposition resolution,” he added.

THE RAJYA Sabha saw a stormy start to the 
second part of the Budget Session on 
Monday, with the Opposition demanding a 
short discussion on India’s energy security in 
view of the ongoing conflict in West Asia. 
Ahead of External Affair Minister S 
Jaishankar’s scheduled statement in the 
House, the floor was given to the Leader of 
Opposition Mallikarjun Kharge.

Kharge said, “Sir, I would like permission for 
a short-duration discussion on India’s energy 
security as per Rule 176. The geopolitical 
situation in West Asia is not limited till there it 
is affecting India’s energy security.”

He said 55% of India’s crude oil comes from the 
region, directly affecting the country’s 
economic stability. There were around 1 crore 

Indians working in the region, with 
remittances of USD 51 billion coming in from 
the Gulf countries, and their security and 
livelihood depended on the situation there, he 
said. Kharge also raised the issue of cooking 
gas cylinder price rise by nearly Rs 60, 
burdening poor families.

Rajya Sabha Chairperson C P Radhakrishnan 
said he understood the subject and would 
come back after due consultation on Rule 176, 
giving the floor to Jaishankar. Other members 
also submitted notices under Rule 267 — 
which has remained a contentious issue. The 
Chair did not take that up, stating that ruling 
on Rule 267 had been given several times in 
the past.

As the External Affairs Minister started making 
the statement, MPs from the Congress and 
other Opposition parties rose from their seats 
and insisted that Kharge be allowed to 
complete his remarks. They raised slogans and 
demanded that a short discussion be allowed 
to which the minister should reply.

Later, the entire Opposition staged a walkout 
from the House while the minister was making 

his statement. 
Jaishankar went on to update the House on the 
ongoing situation in West Asia, what the 
Indian government and the embassies had 
done so far, and what was being done to bring 
back the people stranded in the Gulf nations. 
He said the region was key to India’s energy 
security and the government remained 
committed to ensure availability, taking into 
account the risks and costs.

After his statement, Leader of the House J P 
Nadda attacked the Opposition saying it was 
“irresponsible” in raising the issue when 
Jaishankar was already set to speak on the 
West Asia situation. He said the Opposition 
was not interested in debate or the interests of 
the country, but only in anarchy and creating 
“hooliganism”.

The official announcement was made by Union minister and BJP election in-charge Piyush 
Goyal during a ceremony marked by traditional rituals. Outgoing state president 
Chaudhary Bhupendra formally handed over the party flag, marking the leadership 
transition.

 Stating that the unfolding conflict in West 

Asia has led to “numerous casualties, 
including at the leadership level in Iran”, 
External Affairs Minister S Jaishankar 
on Monday outlined in the Rajya Sabha 
t h r e e  b r o a d  m e s s a g e s  o f  t h e  
Government: it favours a return to 
dialogue, views the security of the 
Indian diaspora as a priority, and 
considers energy security paramount.

In a suo motu statement “on the situation in 
West Asia”, amid protests and slogan-
shouting by the Opposition which 
demanded a “full-fledged” discussion on 
the issue, Jaishankar also said that nearly 
67,000 Indian nationals have returned 
from the region since the war began on 
February 28.

Referring to the sinking of an Iranian ship 
off the coast of Sri Lanka, he said Iran had 
requested permission on February 28 for 
“three ships” in the region to dock at 
Indian ports. The request was granted on 
March 1, he said. “We believe that this 
was the right thing to do and the Iranian 
Foreign Minister (Abbas Araghchi) has 
expressed his country’s thanks for this 

humane gesture,” Jaishankar said.
On March 7, The Indian Express first 

reported that IRIS Dena, the Iranian 
frigate torpedoed by the US, had earlier 
been offered shelter by India at one of 
its ports in view of rising tensions 
between the US and Iran.

Jaishankar said India has also allowed 
another Iranian ship, IRIS Lavan, to 
dock in Kochi. Meanwhile, an Iranian

No substitute for 
AI power

Cricket crosses its boundaries

Rising temperatures: The new normal calls for better preparedness

When something scarce and consequential is at 
stake, watch who invokes the language of sharing. 
It is rarely the party that controls the asset. The one 
with the weak hand asks to “open the cards”. The 
one holding leverage speaks instead of prudence, 
sequencing and risk. That simple asymmetry is the 
right way to read today’s fashionable demand to 
‘democratise’ access to artificial intelligence and 
its ‘diffusion’.The claim is morally attractive, 
especially when framed for the Global South. But 
it is analytically incomplete. Asking for 
democratisation is not an alternative to building 
strategic capability. It is, at best, a complement to 
it. At worst, it is a substitute for hard choices that 
must be made at home.

AI is not a monolithic technology that can be 
diffused like a textbook. It is a layered production 
system with tight complementarities and real 
bottlenecks. At the frontier, it rests on advanced 
semiconductors, dense compute clusters, high­
bandwidth interconnects, reliable energy, cooling 
systems, engineering depth, evaluation tooling, 
data pipelines and deployment infrastructure. 
High fixed costs, steep learning curves and scale 
effects create natural concentration. Marginal 
access to one layer without the others yields 
sharply diminishing returns.

This is why ‘open­access’ rhetoricsits uneasily with 
industrial reality. You may be offered model 
weights,  developer  tools  or  research 
collaborations. But the binding constraints remain 
compute, energy and the tacit know­how that 
converts prototypes into reliable systems.One is 
reminded of Michael Polanyi’s words that we 
know more than we can say. Capability is 
embedded in routines, tooling and organisational 
learning. It cannot be transferred wholesale by 
declaration.Once AI becomes dual­use and 
general­purpose—embedded in defence analytics, 
cyber operations, surveillance, logistics 
optimisation and financial risk management—it 
moves from commerce to strategy. In such 
domains, export controls and technology­denial 
regimes are standard instruments of statecraft. The 
ability to deny access is itself a bargaining chip. 

The best example would be nuclear technology. The 
nuclear age began with the language of peaceful 
diffusion. It consolidated into safeguards, export 
controls and a hierarchy of legitimacy. The 
universalist vocabulary was compatible with 
restrictive architecture because the technology 
altered the distribution of coercive capacity. AI is 
not nuclear in risk profile. But it is strategic in 
consequence.So who asks for democratisation? 
Typically those outside the frontier. Their 
argument draws on fairness and global public 
goods language. The claim is not frivolous. But 
justice claims do not change the incentive 
compatibility of the supply side. When the 
supplier internalises the benefits of control and can 
externalise many costs of exclusion, the 
equilibrium is conditional diffusion.

India is well aware of this. The latest Economic 
Survey’s chapter on moving from import 
substitution to strategic resilience and then to 
strategic indispensability captures the hierarchy 
correctly. Growth must build durable, productive 
capability and reduce external vulnerability. 
Resilience is necessary.Translate that frame to AI 
and the implications are immediate. If the 21st 
century runs on ‘compute’ and the minerals and 
energy that feed it, then AI capability is 
inseparable from energy policy, grid stability, 
logistics and regulatory credibility. Data centres 
are energy­intensive physical infrastructure, not 
abstract digital assets. Frontier model 
development requires capital depth, risk tolerance 
and outcome­oriented institutions. Without a 
domestically built stack, democratisation remains 
rhetorical.The Survey’s tiered approach to 
indigenisation offers a disciplined template. First, 
identify non­negotiable vulnerabilities where 
denial would impose asymmetric national costs. In 
AI terms, that means assured compute capacity for 
critical missions, secure cloud and edge 
infrastructure for core sectors.

In Ahmedabad on Sunday night, as the final 
New Zealand wicket fell and the Narendra 
Modi Stadium dissolved into a symphony of 
blue, Gautam Gambhir did something truly 
remarkable.It was a brief, almost reluctant 
flick of the lips, but it was enough to end a 
603-day social media hiatus from a man 
who broke a nearly two-year silence to 
acknowledge the triumph. “Coach Sahab, 
the smile looks great on you,” MS Dhoni 
posted on Instagram minutes later. 
“Intensity with a smile is a killer combo. 
Very well done.”Coming from Dhoni, the 
high priest of process and composure, it was 
the ultimate blessing for a man who has 
spent much of the last year framed as the 
villain in a Greek tragedy.For the better part 

of 18 months, Gambhir has been the 
favourite punching bag of the Indian 
cricketing commentariat. When New 
Zealand completed an unprecedented 3-0 
Test whitewash on Indian soil, it was 
blamed on Gambhir’s rigid ego. When 
South Africa repeated the dose, it was 
Gambhir’s lack of technical nuance. Even a 
solitary ODI series loss in Sri Lanka was 
framed not as a sporting anomaly, but as 
proof of a coach struggling to swim in a sea 
he didn’t understand. The narrative was set: 
a tactical dinosaur whose intensity was 
deemed toxic to a dressing room built on the 
gentle care of Rahul Dravid.Yet, standing 
amidst the ticker-tape on Sunday, Gambhir 
did not look like a man seeking vindication.

Coco Gauff made a winning return to competition on Tuesday night, even 

though some old serving woes came back with her.Gauff had to overcome 23 
double-faults to win for the first time since the French Open final, outlasting 
fellow American Danielle Collins 7-5, 4-6, 7-6 (2) in the second round of the 
National Bank Open.Gauff hadn't played since losing in the first round at 
Wimbledon and appeared to have made a change to her serving grip during her 
time away. She struggled with it during the match, hitting some serves that 
were well long and others that were soft and easily pounced on by the powerful 
Collins."It was a frustrating match for me," Gauff said. "I felt like I was 
practicing well and then I don't think I transferred it today, but hopefully I got 
my bad match of the tournament out of the way and I could come back stronger 
the next round."

A balky serve ended her U.S. Open title defense last year, when she committed 
19 double-faults in a fourth-round loss to Emma Navarro. The serve was even 
more erratic Tuesday, though Gauff did hit a good one to end the match with an 
ace.

She is the top seed in Montreal due to the withdrawal of top-ranked Aryna 
Sabalenka, the player Gauff beat to win the French Open in June.

After 
being in the business for 31 years, I have 
become zen about success and failure because I 
feel like my joy and sorrow cannot be the result 
of my success and failure, because then I will be 
in an ICU," he added.

Karan further claimed that it is difficult to make 
money by just artist associations and therefore, 
many agencies are now finding equity 
partnerships with their talent to monetise those 
partnerships. “Just commission on artists is 
going to give you nothing because artists are 
nobodies. They are absolutely nobodies, voh 
kisi ke nahi hain," he said.

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Left politicians raise
Rahul's 'CJP' comments

at opposition meet

New Delhi, Agency: Days after
Congress functionary and LoP Rahul
Gandhi coined the term "CJP" to deride
CPM as "Communist Janata Party", two
Left leaders from Kerala complained to
the INDIA bloc that such attacks can
hurt cohesion within the opposition
camp.

CPM MP John Brittas and CPI mem-
ber Sandosh Kumar told a meeting of
opposition parties that Rahul Gandhi
should desist from such attacks. They
are learnt to have argued that the con-
necting tissue between parties under the
umbrella of INDIA is their anti-BJP
stance and that the Left is a strong
member of the alliance. Rahul was pres-
ent in the meeting but did not speak on
the issue. The discussion took place dur-
ing the parliamentary strategy meeting
of opposition parties in the office of
Congress president Mallikarjun Kharge,
with the attendees including Rahul
Gandhi, Sanjay Raut (Shiv Sena), KC
Venugopal (Congress), Shatabdi Roy
(TMC), Dayanidhi Maran (DMK) and
Ramgopal Yadav (SP).

After the important discussions, the
Left members sought permission to
raise some political issues. But Kharge is
learnt to have turned down the demand,
saying that such matters could be dis-
cussed between individual parties, and
the gathering of opposition parties had
been convened to discuss the parlia-
mentary agenda.

While some members claimed that
Brittas and Kumar were cut short,
sources said they did put their point
across. Though members of India bloc,
the Left and Congress are direct rivals in
Kerala, with the latter pushing to unseat
the Pinarayi Vijayan govt in the state.

During his weekend visit to Kerala,
which was packed with campaign events
for the upcoming state elections, Rahul
alleged that BJP and CPI(M) had
reached an agreement to jointly oppose
Congress. He said it was no longer
CPI(M) and BJP, but CJP (Communist
Janata Party). The public meeting was
attended by the brass of Kerala
Congress. The barb was in line with
Congress allegations that the ruling
party in Kerala has a tacit understand-
ing with BJP to stall Congress, and the
allegations have got shriller since
Congress's UDF alliance swept the local
body elections in Dec, which are said to
be a bellwether for the assembly polls.

Two Delhi-bound flights
from Indore diverted to
Bhopal; loose bitumen

found on runway
New Delhi, Agency:  Two IndiGo

flights scheduled to land in Indore were
diverted to Bhopal on Tuesday after
loose bitumen was detected on a section
of the runway during a routine inspec-
tion amid ongoing recarpeting work.

According to the Indore Airport
PRO, the repair and cleaning work was
completed within 20 minutes, after
which the runway was declared safe and
flight operations resumed."During rou-
tine inspection, while runway recarpet-
ing work is in progress, some loose bitu-
men was observed on a section of the
runway surface. The Civil Engineering
team immediately attended the site, and
the required repair and cleaning work
was completed within 20 minutes."

"After ensuring that the runway sur-
face was safe and fit for operations, the
runway was handed over to ATC for the
resumption of flight operations. Due to
the temporary disruption, two IndiGo
flights, 6E6605 (DEL-IDR) and 6E6219
(RPR-IDR), were diverted to Bhopal.
Normal flight operations have since
resumed." Meanwhile, a fire broke out
late Wednesday in the dry grass in the
non-operational area of Indore Airport
in Madhya Pradesh. According to Fire
Sub Inspector Roopchand Pandit, infor-
mation about the fire was received and
teams were immediately deployed to
control the blaze. No casualties were
reported in the incident, and flight oper-
ations continued uninterrupted, offi-
cials said. Local labourers at the site said
the fire spread through the adjacent
campus and the nearby jungle area.

"Even we don't know how this hap-
pened, we have been worried for a very
long time, and we called everyone... We
don't know how far this fire has spread
yet. The fire brigade has also arrived,
and everyone is trying to extinguish the
fire," a labourer told Media.

A structural engineer by profession
who first rose to prominence as the
mayor of Kathmandu, Shah has now
made history four years later by becom-
ing the youngest person ever to claim
Nepal's Prime Ministership. Contesting
from Jhapa-5, the former rapper and
capital city mayor defeated his long-
time rival Oli by a resounding margin,
the Election Commission of Nepal
announced.Shah, a senior leader of the
Rastriya Swatantra Party (RSP),
secured 68,348 votes, nearly four times
more than the 18,734 votes garnered by
the 74-year-old Marxist leader.

New Delhi, Agency:
Days after it criticised Bengal
govt for frequently rushing to
SC with 'vague and irrelevant'
reasons to delay the ongoing
SIR of the state's poll rolls,
petitions by persons complain-
ing against deletion of their
names from voter lists saw the
court finding itself facing the
same issue, leading an exasper-
ated bench of CJI Surya Kant
and Justice Joymalya Bagchi to
ask, "Does the SC have nothing
except WB SIR to hear?"

Appearing for the petition-
ers, senior advocate Menaka
Guruswamy - recently nominat-
ed as TMC candidate for Rajya
Sabha and who had addressed
party protests against alleged
unfair deletion of names during
the SIR process - told the bench
that there is no appeal provi-
sion against the deletion of
names from voter lists which
has left many remediless.

For the task of scrutinising
documents submitted by 50
lakh voters under 'logical dis-
crepancy' and 'unmapped' cate-

gories, SC had ordered deploy-
ment of judicial officers of poll-
bound Bengal as well as
Jharkhand and Odisha to expe-
dite the SIR process.

Guruswamy said that requi-
site documents were submitted
by the petitioners and yet their
claims have been rejected.
"Their names had figured in the
previous voter lists and they
had voted," she said, adding
that under the Representation
of People Act, those whose
names are deleted have a right
of appeal against the order of
electoral registration officers
(EROs). "But that is not avail-
able to the voters whose claims

are rejected as the judicial
officers had carried out
the scrutiny," she said and
pleaded for urgent listing
of the petitions for a
detailed hearing.

The bench said, "How
can we allow bureaucrats
(who are deputed to
Election Commission to
perform the task of EROs)
to sit in appeal over the
orders passed by our judi-

cial officers? We cannot allow
this." However, the bench
agreed to take up these peti-
tions along with the matters
relating to WB SIR Tuesday.

On Feb 27, the court had
told senior advocate Kapil
Sibal, who had appeared for the
state govt and objected to EC
giving training to judicial offi-
cers, to advise the state not to
rush to SC frequently.

It had said, "Please do not
come to the court with vague
reasons and try to delay the
process. Every day there can-
not be an irrelevant reason
here and there. 

New Delhi, Agency:
Hamlet's existential dilemma -
'To be or not to be?' - is finding an
echo in Indian schools: To ban or
not to ban smartphones in class-
rooms.

The joint opposition is likely
to move a notice for the
removal of chief election
commissioner Gyanesh
Kumar soon after Lok Sabha
disposes off the "removal
notice" against Speaker Om
Birla, latest by Wednesday.
The notice against the CEC
may be moved in Rajya
Sabha.

Sources said TMC raised
the demand in the customary
strategy session of the oppo-
sition INDIA bloc held in the
office of Congress president
Mallikarjun Kharge on
Monday when the budget
session resumed after a
break. TMC MP Shatabdi
Roy is learnt to have
impressed upon the gather-
ing the growing problems
with the Special Intensive
Review of electoral rolls in
election-bound West Bengal.
She is said to have referred to
the need to follow up on

TMC's demand on the CEC.
Sources said the opposition
parties are on board and a
notice will be filed soon.

The consensus is signifi-
cant as TMC has been
demanding a removal notice
against CEC Kumar for a few
months, even though its
urgent plea failed to secure
an immediate nod from other
allies. Interestingly, TMC did
not sign the "removal notice"
that the joint opposition
moved against Speaker Birla
towards the end of the first

half of the budget session in
Feb.

Media had on Feb 14
reported the opposition will
move the notice against the
CEC upon the resumption of
Parliament. The sudden
convergence between TMC
and the rest of the INDIA
bloc was on evidence on
Sunday when the Bengal
outfit announced that it will
support the no-confidence
against the Speaker, despite
not signing the "removal
notice".

New Delhi, Agency:
India's push into human space-
flight is drawing the country's
top medical institute into the
mission. The All India Institute
of Medical Sciences and the
Indian Space Research
Organisation's Human Space
Flight Centre on Monday
signed an agreement to collab-
orate on space medicine, open-
ing the door for research on
how the human body behaves
in space - and how those
insights could improve health-
care on Earth.

The collaboration establish-
es a framework for ground-
based and space-based
research in areas including
human physiology, cardiovas-
cular and autonomic regula-
tion, musculoskeletal health in
microgravity, microbiome and
immunology, genomics and
biomarkers, and behavioural

health.
Explaining the medical sig-

nificance of such studies, Prof
K K Deepak, former head of
physiology at AIIMS, said
research on how the human
body behaves in space can also
help doctors better understand
diseases on Earth. "In micro-
gravity, astronauts experience

muscle loss, bone weakening
and fluid shifts in the body -
changes that resemble acceler-
ated ageing. Studying these
processes helps scientists
understand how ageing affects
muscles, bones and circulation
in people on Earth," he said.

Technologies developed to
counter these effects in astro-

nauts, such as devices that
improve blood flow in the legs,
could also help treat patients
with circulation problems and
help maintain muscle strength,
he added.

AIIMS director Prof M
Srinivas said the collaboration
would open new frontiers in
medical research. "This MoU
will give us the escape velocity
to venture into space medicine.
Research between AIIMS and
ISRO will benefit patients, the
nation and ultimately
humankind," he said.

Addressing the gathering,
Narayanan highlighted the
journey of India's space pro-
gramme from its early days-
when rockets and equipment
were transported using bicy-
cles and bullock carts-to its
present position as a global
leader in space technology. He
said partnerships with institu-

tions such as AIIMS will play
an important role in strength-
ening India's human space-
flight capabilities.

The programme also
included an overview of AIIMS'
ongoing work in space medi-
cine research presented by Prof
Deepak. Officials said the part-
nership marks a step toward
strengthening India's capabili-
ties in human spaceflight and
biomedical research as the
country advances its space
ambitions.

The memorandum of
understanding was signed by
AIIMS director M. Srinivas
and Dinesh Kumar Singh,
director of ISRO's Human
Space Flight Centre, in the
presence of ISRO chairman
and secretary, department of
space, V. Narayanan, along
with senior faculty and stu-
dents from the institute.

However, the apex court
said that introduction of such
a compensation scheme
should not be viewed as an
admission of any fault on the
government's part.
