Venezuela's Maduro thanks 
supporters in first online post 

from US prison
CARACAS.(Agency) 

 Ousted Venezuelan president Nicolas Maduro and his 
wife, captured by US forces in a nighttime raid in 
January, said Saturday that they feel "steadfast" and 
"serene" in their first social media post from prison.

Maduro and his wife Cilia Flores have been held in a 
Brooklyn jail for almost three months, after American 
commandos snatched the pair from their compound in 
Caracas, and they have reportedly been without access 
to the internet or newspapers."We are well, steadfast, 
serene and in constant prayer," the pair said in a 
message shared on Maduro's X account, though it was 
unclear who made the post on their behalf.

"We have received your communications, your 
messages, your emails, your letters and your prayers. 
Every word of love, every gesture of affection, every 
expression of support fills our souls and strengthens us 
spiritually."A source close to the Venezuelan 
government told AFP that Maduro reads the Bible and 
is referred to as "president" by some of his fellow 
detainees in Brooklyn's Metropolitan Detention Center, 
a federal prison known for unsanitary conditions.

He is only allowed to communicate by phone with his 
family and lawyers for a maximum of 15 minutes per 
call, the source added.His son, Nicolas Maduro Guerra, 
known as "Nicolasito," has said in public appearances 
that his father is well, calm, ad even exercising in 
prison.Maduro, who has declared himself a "prisoner 
of war," had not spoken since being arraigned in New 
York on January 5."We feel a deep admiration for our 
people's ability to remain united in difficult times, to 
express love, awareness, and solidarity, within 
Venezuela and beyond our borders," the couple added 
in Saturday's post.During a one-hour hearing on 
Thursday, the judge rejected a defense motion over 
Maduro and his wife's apparent inability to afford their 
legal bill without aid from the Venezuelan government. 
Neither spoke during the court appearance.

Maduro has pleaded not guilty to charges of "narco-
terrorism" conspiracy, cocaine importation conspiracy, 
possession of machine guns and destructive devices 
and conspiracy to possess machine guns and 
destructive devices.The January operation deposed 
Maduro, who had led Venezuela since 2013, forcing 
the oil-rich country to largely bend to US President 
Donald Trump's will.Delcy Rodriguez, who had been 
Maduro's vice president since 2018, is now at the helm 
and grappling with leading a country saddled with the 
world's largest proven oil reserves but an economy in 
shambles.Since Maduro's ouster, Rodriguez has 
enacted a historic amnesty law to free political 
prisoners jailed during his tenure and reformed oil and 
mining regulations in line with US demands for access 
to her country's vast natural wealth.

Pakistan to host talks with

Pakistan will host a quadrilateral meeting of foreign 

ministers from Saudi Arabia, Egypt and Türkiye in 
Islamabad on Sunday, as part of efforts to address 
escalating tensions in West Asia and explore avenues 
for de-escalation.

According to Pakistan’s Foreign Office, the foreign 
ministers of Egypt and Türkiye arrived in Islamabad 
on Saturday at the invitation of Deputy Prime 
Minister and Foreign Minister Ishaq Dar.The Saudi 
Foreign Minister, Prince Faisal bin Farhan Al Saud, is 
expected to join the discussions on Sunday.

They are scheduled to hold consultations on recent

A war between Iran-backed Hezbollah and Israel in 

Lebanon has reduced several buildings to rubble, 
with residents saying they have not been able to sleep 
for a month.Crisis-hit Lebanon was pulled into the 
Middle East war on March 2 when Hezbollah, which 
is the most prominent actor in the so-called axis of 
resistance -- regional pro-Tehran armed groups 
opposed to Israel -- fired rockets towards Israeli cities 
to avenge the killing of Iran's supreme leader 
Ayatollah Ali Khamenei.Israel then responded with 
large-scale strikes on Lebanon, leaving more than 
1,100 people dead and displacing over one million 
people, more than a fifth of the country's 
population.I'm scared.

Fastest Submarine With 
Dolphin-Like Speed

A Dutch company has built the world's fastest 

submarine, with a jaw-dropping price tag of $5.75 
million. According to Metro, Super Sub is a sleek, 
high-performance vessel engineered by experts and 
often described as an "underwater supercar." 
Designed for both speed and luxury, it represents a 
new generation of personal submersibles.

The Super Sub can reach speeds of up to nine knots 
(around 10 mph), making it one of the fastest 
submersibles ever built—roughly comparable to the 
pace of a dolphin. It accommodates three people and 
can dive to depths of 300 metres, with deployment on 
a billionaire's yacht expected soon after completing 
sea trials.It can ascend and descend at steep angles, 
allowing it to navigate complex underwater terrain 
with far greater control than traditional submersibles. 
Its hydrodynamic design and advanced propulsion 
system enable smooth, fast movement while 
maintaining precision. Built by U-Boat Worx, a 
Dutch company with over two decades of experience 
in luxury underwater vehicles, the submarine 
underwent extensive testing off Curaçao. Engineers 
evaluated its performance, safety systems, handling, 
and onboard technology before declaring it ready for 
operation.The vessel is equipped with advanced 
features, including a wide-angle sonar system that 
scans the seabed and assists navigation, along with 
redundant life-support and control systems for added 
safety. It also offers up to 96 hours of life support in 
emergencies, ensuring occupants remain secure even 
in unexpected situations. Designed to deliver a 
"flight-like" experience underwater, the Super Sub 
uses hydrodynamic lift to create a smooth gliding 
motion during dives. Its winged profile enhances 
stability, while a transparent acrylic pressure hull 
provides passengers with panoramic, unobstructed 
views of the underwater world.

KP Sharma Oli Hospitalised After Arrest; 
Protests Rock Kathmandu

Kathmandu: Political tensions escalated in Nepal as for-
mer Prime Minister KP Sharma Oli was admitted to Tribhu-
van University Teaching Hospital following complaints of 
heart palpitations, even as his recent arrest triggered wide-
spread unrest.
According to reports, Oli—who has a complex medical his-
tory including a renal transplant, diabetes, hypertension, 
and cardiac issues—is currently under close medical super-
vision.
The dramatic turn of events comes just a day after Balen 
Shah assumed office as Nepal’s new Prime Minister. Oli 
was taken into custody in connection with a case linked to 
the alleged crackdown on September’s Gen Z-led protests, 
officials confirmed.
His arrest has ignited strong reactions from supporters of 
the Communist Party of Nepal (UML), particularly in the 
capital Kathmandu. Demonstrators flooded the streets de-
manding his immediate release, leading to tense clashes 
with security forces.
Authorities reported incidents of stone-pelting by protest-
ers, prompting police to resort to baton charges to disperse 
the crowds. At least one person was injured in the violence, 
while nine others were detained during the protests.
The situation remains volatile, with heightened security de-
ployed across key areas of the city.

335 Liquor Bottles Seized in Gaya; 
Smuggler Arrested

Gaya Ji: In a crackdown on illegal liquor trade, police in 
Gaya seized 335 bottles of illicit foreign liquor and arrested 
one smuggler during a routine vehicle check at the Integrat-
ed Check Post Dobhi.
Officials from the Excise Department said a suspicious 
Mahindra Bolero (BR-29J-7164) was intercepted during 
inspection. 
A thorough search led to the recovery of 96.450 litres of il-
legal foreign liquor concealed inside the vehicle.
The accused, identified as Jagdish (23), a resident of Dhar-
asar village under Chauhatan police station in Barmer dis-
trict of Rajasthan, was taken into custody. During initial 
questioning, he admitted to his involvement in smuggling 
and confessed that he was transporting the consignment 
across locations.

As the conflict drags into its 
second month, Iran has sig-
nalled conditional readiness to 
engage with the United States, 
with Pakistan emerging as a 
potential mediator, according 
to top diplomatic sources cited 
by CNN-News18. However, 
Tehran’s message is unambigu-
ous—no cessation of hostilities, 
no negotiations.
While the proposed backchan-
nel is being viewed as a pos-
sible off-ramp from escalating 
tensions, deep-rooted mistrust 
and ongoing military opera-

tions continue to cast doubt 
over any immediate break-
through.
Tehran Targeted, War Strat-
egy Expands
Even as diplomatic signals 
flicker, the battlefield tells a 
different story. Fresh waves of 
strikes have hit military-linked 
infrastructure in Tehran, un-
derscoring a sustained cam-
paign to degrade Iran’s strategic 
capabilities.
Notably, the conflict has moved 
beyond conventional military 
targets. Critical economic as-
sets—including ports and 
logistics hubs—are now in 
the crosshairs, pointing to a 
broader war strategy that could 
disrupt regional trade corridors 
and global energy supplies.
Houthis Open New Front, 
Red Sea at Risk
The conflict has widened fur-

ther with Yemen’s Houthi re-
bels entering the fray, launch-
ing repeated missile and drone 
strikes against Israel.
The Houthis have vowed to 
sustain their attacks until Israeli 
operations cease, effectively 
opening a new фронт in the 
conflict. Their involvement has 
also heightened concerns over 
the security of vital maritime 
routes in the Red Sea—a key 

artery for global shipping.
Diplomacy Lags Behind Es-
calation
What began as a direct con-
frontation is rapidly morphing 
into a multi-front regional cri-
sis, pulling in new actors and 
amplifying humanitarian and 
economic risks.
While Pakistan’s potential me-
diation offers a narrow diplo-
matic window, the pace and 

scale of military escalation 
continue to outstrip efforts at 
dialogue.
For now, West Asia stands at a 
tipping point—caught between 
the accelerating momentum 
of war and a fragile, uncertain 
hope for peace talks.
Tehran Seeks Security Guar-
antees Before Talks
According to diplomatic 
sources, Tehran has outlined 
a stringent set of precondi-
tions for entering any media-
tion process with Washington, 
signalling that any diplomatic 
breakthrough will depend on 
firm security assurances.
At the core of Iran’s demands 
is an immediate and complete 
halt to ongoing attacks, coupled 
with credible guarantees from 
both the United States and Is-
rael that no further military ac-
tion will be undertaken.

In a broader diplomatic push, 
Iran has also sought concrete 
commitments from key re-
gional players—Pakistan, Saudi 
Arabia, Egypt, and Turkey—
urging them to ensure that 
Washington meaningfully ad-
dresses Tehran’s concerns dur-
ing any mediation effort.
These four countries are ex-
pected to deliberate on Iran’s 
conditions in upcoming con-
sultations in Islamabad, with 
the aim of crafting a structured 
roadmap for potential negotia-
tions.
Diplomatic sources indicate 
that if these nations succeed 
in securing assurances from 
Washington, the groundwork 
could be laid for a temporary 
ceasefire or pause in hostili-
ties—opening a narrow win-
dow for Iran to formally engage 
in the mediation framework.

Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath on 
Monday urged citizens to remain alert 
and get identity verification done before 
employing someone, asserting that Uttar 
Pradesh has launched strict and decisive 
action against illegal immigrants to 
safeguard security and social balance.

His appeal comes amid an ongoing 
crackdown against infiltrators across the 
state following his instructions to the 
authorities last week.

In a post on X, Adityanath said, "The 
honourable Supreme Court has made an 
extremely important remark during a 
hearing that a red carpet cannot be laid 
out for infiltrators. This makes it clear 
that infiltrators are not acceptable at any 
cost." He said resources belong to 

citizens and not to illegal immigrants, 
underlining that maintaining security, 
social equilibrium and a strong law and 
order system in the state remains his 
government's top priority.

The Supreme Court on December 2 
sharply questioned the legal status of 
Rohingyas living in India and asked 
whether "intruders" should be given a 
"red carpet welcome" while the 
country's own citizens grapple with 
poverty.

A bench comprising Chief Justice of India 
Surya Kant and Justice Joymalya Bagchi 
made the observations while hearing a 
habeas corpus (bring the person) petition 
filed by a rights activist alleging 
disappearance of a few Rohingyas from 
the custody of authorities in Delhi.

New Delhi. (Agency)
Aam Aadmi Party convener and 
former Chief Minister of Delhi, 
Arvind Kejriwal has attacked the 
Gujarat government and the state 
police, over a report that rats ate up 
drugs kept in police custody. The 
leader took to social media platform, 
‘X’, to call out the police and 
accused the government of giving a 
free hand to drug smugglers in the 
state.

Rats, theft led to disappearance of 
drugs: Gujarat’s Home Department

Kejriwal was reacting to news reports 
that approximately 2,332.68 kg of 
drugs seized by the police, vanished 

from their custody. A report in 
N D T V,  w h i c h  q u o t e d  t h e  
Comptroller and Auditor General 
(CAG), said that between October 
2022 and July 2023, 6,510.54 kg of 
drugs were seized in the state. While 
4,177.86 kg of the contraband was 
reportedly destroyed by the officials, 
at least 2,332.68 kg vanished from 
police custody.

This was approximately 35 per cent of 
the total drugs seized in the state. The 
issue sent alarm bells ringing 
regarding Gujarat’s evidence 
management system.

In response to the outrage that 
followed this news, the Home 

Department gave 3 reasons for the 
missing drugs. Officials said that 
144.180 kg of ganja seized by the 
police was stolen, while the rest was 
reportedly either eaten or destroyed 
by rats. They blamed the rodents for 
eating up the ganja and opium seized 
during raids and said that this 
happened due to inadequate storage 
facilities for the seized items.

They further explained that over time 
the naturally green ganja and opium 
plants lost natural moisture content 
over time. This, according to the 
officials, led to the considerably low 
weight of seized drugs.

However the CAG was not convinced 

with any of the above explanations. 
He questioned how such a huge 
amount of drugs simply vanished 
and the police never found the 
reasons.

Kejriwal’s attack on Gujarat 
government

Now AAP leader Arvind Kejriwal has 
attacked the Gujarat government 
over the entire drug fiasco. 

In a post on ‘X’, in Hindi he asked, 
“2,300 kgs of drugs in Gujarat 
Police’s custody were eaten by 
mice? Whom are they trying to 
fool?”He further said that at least 
35% of the seized drugs vanished 
from police custody. He asked, “Of 

the missing drugs, how many kilos 
were supplied to smugglers?” 
Accusing the state government he 
said that under the BJP government 
in Gujarat drugs were spreading to 
all corners of the state and lives were 
being ruined.

Her son, Arun Kumar, said he had gone to the ATM to 

generate a PIN and check the balance when the 
unusually large amount appeared on the screen.  “I 
checked the balance and it was very high, around 
Rs 9 crore. We don’t know whose money it is,” he 
said, adding that the family plans to visit the bank 
once it reopens. The woman, identified as Sita, said 

she had no knowledge of the transaction. “We don’t 
know how this money came. Whoever it belongs to 
should take it back,” she said.

Her husband, Farzan, echoed the same sentiment, 
saying the family, which depends on agriculture, 
had no claim over the funds. “When the bank opens, 
we will go and return the money,” he said.

VIDEO GOES VIRAL, BANK CALLS IT TECHNICAL 
ERROR

A video of the ATM balance check has since gone 
viral on social media, drawing widespread 
attention.

Officials at the Bank of India’s Sultanganj branch 
have attributed the incident to a “technical error”. 
The branch manager said the woman had an 
existing loan account and the issue could have been 
resolved had she approached the bank earlier. The 
incident has sparked debate around banking 
accuracy, even as authorities are expected to verify 
and correct the anomaly.

New Delhi.(Agency)
 The J&K Lieutenant Governor’s administration came under sharp criticism in the 

J&K Legislative Assembly over law and order, with legislators across party lines 
condemning the assassination attempt on former chief minister Farooq 
Abdullah as a “grave security lapse”. During the two-hour discussion allowed by 
Speaker A R Rather, National Conference’s Mir Saifullah voiced concern over 
the silence of the administration, “which has the Home Ministry, Police and 
security agencies under its control”.

“After so many days, why has 
there been no statement from 
the LG’s office, the Home 
Department or the Police on the 
reasons for the attack, the 
security lapse, and why the 
police were absent at the 
venue?” he asked, adding that 
he was surprised at the “silence 
of the police, LG’s office and the 

agencies”.
Describing the attack as part of a conspiracy, he said Abdullah was targeted at a 

place where police should have been present, with neither frisking nor metal 
detectors in place. “We should be informed why the police were not there and 
what action has been taken against the concerned SP, SHO or the in-charge of the 
police post.” The House has a right to know “how it happened, why it happened 
and what action has been taken by the police”, he added.

US report flags Pakistan-based 
terror groups targeting India

New Delhi.(Agency)
A report by the US Congressional 

Research Service has reinforced 
India’s longstanding concerns 
over militant groups operating 
from Pakistan, particularly those 
focused on Jammu and Kashmir.

The report identifies several India- 
a n d  K a s h m i r - o r i e n t e d  
groups—including Lashkar-e-
Taiba,  Jaish-e-Mohammed, 
Harakat-ul Jihad Islami, Harakat 
u l - M u j a h i d i n  a n d  H i z b u l  
Mujahideen—as continuing to 
operate from Pakistani territory, 
pos ing  endur ing  s ecu r i t y  
challenges. According to the 
analysis, Pakistan remains both a 
hub and a target for a wide range of 
armed non-state actors, many of 

which have been active since the 
1980s. Despite repeated military 
operations and policy measures, 
networks designated as 
terrorist organisations by the 
United States and the United 
Nations have not been fully 
dismantled.

The report, intended to brief 
US lawmakers and prepared 
by South Asia specialist K 
Alan Kronstadt, categorises 
these groups into five types: 
g l o b a l l y  o r i e n t e d ,  
Afghanistan-focused, India- 
and Kashmir-or iented,  
domestically focused,  and 
sectarian, particularly anti-Shia 
outfits. It notes that 12 of the 15 
groups listed are designated as 

Foreign Terrorist Organizations 
under US law, with most driven by 
Islamist extremist ideologies.

Among globally oriented groups, 
the report names Al Qaeda, Al 
Qaeda in the Indian Subcontinent 
and Islamic State Khorasan 
Province, while Afghanistan-

focused groups include the 
Taliban and the Haqqani Network. 
Domestically focused outfits 

include Tehrik-i-Taliban 
Pakistan, Balochistan 
Liberation Army and 
Jaysh  a l -Adl ,  whi le  
sectarian groups include 
Sipah-e-Sahaba Pakistan 
and Lashkar-e-Jhangvi.

The report notes that a 2014 
National Action Plan 
aimed to ensure that no 
armed militias operate in 
the country, but adds that 
mul t ip l e  l a rge - sca le  

military offensives, including 
airstrikes and intelligence-based 
operations, have failed to 
eliminate these groups.

The matter was posted on April 6 for the next hearing.

Why does Delhi-NCR need a second 

international airport when Indira Gandhi 
International Airport (IGIA) is already the 
country’s largest?

The answer lies in the ever-increasing 
passenger load.

The IGIA currently handles about 10.5 crore 
passengers annually, with its capacity 
expected to rise to 12.5 crore by the end of this 
decade. As per Delhi Master Plan 2026, 
which is under consideration, its capacity 
might touch 14 crore annually between 
2035-2040.

However, the demand is projected to far 
outpace this growth.

As per a 2018 feasibility study conducted by 
global consultancy firm PwC for the Noida 
International Airport, by 2050, air travel 
demand from NCR’s catchment area is 
expected to reach 25 crore passengers 
annually.

However, IGIA — the country’s busiest 
airport — is likely to hit saturation around 
2030. Located in a densely populated urban 
area, space constraints would limit its 
further expansion.

This is where Jewar airport comes in.
Capacity constraint at IGIA, along with the 

horizontal expansion of Delhi, has 
necessitated the requirement of a new 
airport, noted the PwC report. Even now, 
when IGIA has not reached saturation, the 
airport is expected to witness capacity 
constraints at peak hours. This may result in 
spill-over of traffic to Jewar, it added.

Thus, in the initial years, Jewar airport is 
likely to cater to peak-hour demand that 
would remain unfulfilled by IGIA — the 
excess traffic is expected to spill over to the 
new airport. The potential spillover may start 
picking up significant pace by 2029-30, as 
IGIA reaches its saturation point.

Transgender Bill: Contentious legislation passed in haste

The Transgender Persons (Protection of Rights) 
Amendment Bill, 2026 recently passed by 
Parliament makes several sharp changes to the 
2019 Act. It narrows the definition of a 
transgender person to only specific socio-cultural 
identities such as kinner, hijra, aravani, jogta or 
eunuch, or biologically defined intersex 
variations, or persons compelled into such an 
identity through a procedure. It explicitly excludes 
persons with different sexual orientations and non-
heteronormative, gender-fluid identities.

The Bill removes the right to ‘self-perceived gender 
identity’ from Section 4(2), replaces the simple 
process of certification by the district magistrate 
with a medical board headed by a chief medical 
officer, mandates hospitals to report every 
transgender gender-change surgery to the 
magistrate, and substitutes Section 18 with far 
harsher penalties up to rigorous imprisonment for 
life for forcing anyone into transgender 
‘presentation’.

While the government claims these ameorsen the 
structural problems that have plagued Indian 
policy for years.The Bill still lumps ‘persons with 
intersex variations’ (now defined biologically) 
directly inside the definition of transgender 
persons. This is one of the biggest flaws that 
experts have criticised since the 2019 Act. The 
Act’s definition of ‘transgender persons’ includes 
persons with intersex variations, erasing specific 
needs of intersex persons like protection against 
non-consensual surgeries.Intersex is a natural 
biological spectrum—chromosomal, hormonal, 
anatomical variations present at birth—affecting 
1-2 percent of births globally. Transgender 
identity is a psychological and social construct. 
Retaining this conflation under one label violates 
Article 21 rights to bodily integrity and privacy. It 
leaves intersex infants without a specific ban on 
‘normalising’ surgeries and ignores repeated calls 
for separate intersex legislation.

The Bill’s definition also directly contradicts 
established international standards. The UN and 
WHO clearly define intersex as innate variations 
in sex characteristics that do not fit typical male or 
female binaries, requiring distinct legal 
recognition and explicit protections against non-
consensual medical interventions. By forcing 
intersex persons into a transgender category, the 
Bill erodes the human rights framework India has 
committed to uphold.The amendment leaves 
outdated titles of the National Council for 
Transgender Persons and state welfare boards 
unchanged. It ignores the longstanding proposal to 
rebrand them as a National GIESC Welfare 
Council and state GIESC welfare boards (where 
GIESC stands for gender identity/expression and 
sex characteristics). This keeps the entire policy 
architecture trapped under the problematic 
‘transgender’ umbrella instead of creating a 
scientifically-accurate, inclusive framework.

This heteronormative bill erases the reality that 
transgender persons can and do have diverse 
sexual orientations like trans-gay, trans-lesbian, 
trans-bisexual or queer. It reduces transgender 
existence to a narrow, culturally-scripted role that 
fits neatly into a heterosexual societal framework, 
ignoring the full spectrum of human diversity and 
reinforcing the very stigma the original Act was 
meant to combat.At the same time, the Bill does 
nothing to regulate or dismantle the colonial hijra 
jamaat gharana system. Under this, hijra nayaks 
control their wards’ earnings from begging and 
prostitution, trapping abandoned, gender-non-
conforming children in bonded labour. The new 
offences target individuals, but leave the 
hierarchical community structures untouched. No 
reform, rehabilitation or special protection for 
minors trapped in these systems is provided.

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Parliament to be adjourned
on April 2, to meet after

assembly polls

New Delhi, Agency:  Parliament is
likely to be adjourned to a fixed date
when the ongoing session ends on April
2 and not sine die, as is the practice, as
govt looks to reconvene the two houses
to present its bills for the rollout of
women's reservation in directly elected
legislatures from the next Lok Sabha
election. "We are likely to announce the
date on which Parliament will meet
when it is adjourned next week," a sen-
ior govt functionary said on Saturday.

With consultations within govt still
going on, Parliament may meet after the
polls in four states and one Union terri-
tory culminate on April 29. A fixed date
for Parliament's meeting to discuss what
are likely to be two bills, one for delimi-
tation based on 2011 census and anoth-
er for amending constitutional provi-
sions for the rollout of women's quota in
one-third of Lok Sabha and assembly
seats, will convey the govt's determina-
tion in no uncertain terms.

Vijaypat Singhania,
'The Complete Man',

passes away
New Delhi, Agency:  Former

Raymond chairman Vijaypat Singhania,
a corporate titan and record-setting avi-
ator who embodied his brand's famous
tagline, 'The Complete Man', died in
Mumbai on Saturday evening. He was
87. He was admitted on Friday following
a decline in his health due to age-related
illness. He will be cremated on Sunday
at Chandanwadi crematorium. Hailing
from a prominent business family,
Singhania served as Raymond CMD for
over two decades.

At 67, set world record by flying
in hot air balloon: A former Mumbai
sheriff, Singhania was also an avid avia-
tor. Vijaypat Singhania's family had
acquired the company from ED Sassoon
& Co in 1944, when it was primarily a
manufacturer of woollen blankets.
Under his leadership, Raymond evolved
into a diversified conglomerate, expand-
ing into synthetic fabrics, denim, steel,
industrial files and cement, while also
becoming one of India's most recog-
nised clothing brands.

During the later years of his chair-
manship tenure, the company faced
financial strain as a recession affected
its steel and cement businesses, which
were eventually sold. He subsequently
handed over leadership to his son,
Gautam Singhania, and remained chair-
man emeritus for a period.

He is survived by his wife Ashadevi
and children Gautam, Madhupati and
Shephali Ruia. His relationship with
Madhupati had been strained over busi-
ness divisions, and in later years he also
had disagreements with Gautam regard-
ing certain assets. In Nov 2005, at age of
67, he set a world record by ascending to
69,000 feet in a hot air balloon, taking
off from the Mumbai racecourse in a
pressurised capsule and landing near
Nashik after a flight of about five hours.

EC relaxes common sym-
bol norm for unrecog-

nised parties
New Delhi, Agency:  The Election

Commission, in a move aimed at
strengthening the genuine registered
unrecognised political parties (RUPPs),
on Saturday amended the Election
Symbols Order to allow all candidates
fielded by RUPPs to use a common sym-
bol, if the party had polled at least 1% of
the total valid votes in one of the two
previous elections held in a given state.

Earlier, the provision allowed this
concession a third time only if the RUPP
had contested the two previous polls in
that state on a common symbol, and
polled at least 1% of the valid votes in
the last held election.

As per Para 10(B) of the Election
Symbols (Reservation and Allotment)
Order, 1968, a common symbol may be
used by all candidates of an RUPP that
has previously used this concession at
any two Lok Sabha elections, any two
assembly elections or a Lok Sabha elec-
tion and assembly poll in that state, as
the party may choose. Sources in EC
said the amendment has been made to
facilitate RUPPs that had performed
well when it used the common symbol
concession at the first election but
failed to garner a minimum 1% of the
valid votes in the subsequent election
in the state. 

New Delhi, Agency:
Adani Defence and Aerospace
has delivered 2,000 indige-
nously manufactured 7.62-mm
Prahar-light machine guns
(LMGs) to the Indian Army,
marking a significant mile-
stone in India's small arms
manufacturing capability.

The historic delivery of the
first batch was completed in
seven months, 11 months
ahead of the contracted sched-
ule. The First-of-Production
Model (FOPM) was realised in
six months against a stipulated
18-month development time-
line. Later, Bulk Production
Clearance (BPC) followed,
enabling a rapid transition to
full-scale manufacturing.

A Anbarasu, DG Acquisition
& Additional Secretary,
Ministry of Defence, and sen-
ior officials of the Indian
armed forces attended the
event on Saturday.

Manufactured at the Adani
Defence's Small Arms Facility

in Gwalior, Madhya Pradesh,
India's first fully integrated
private-sector small arms
manufacturing hub, the Prahar
LMG significantly reduces
reliance on imported infantry
weapons and strengthens self-
reliance in the defence sector.

Spread across 100 acres, the
facility integrates barrel manu-
facturing, bolt carrier and
receiver fabrication, advanced
computer numerical control
(CNC) machining, robotics,
surface treatment, precision
metrology, a metallurgy labo-
ratory and a 25-metre under-
ground firing range.

Each weapon undergoes
lifecycle testing, ballistic
assessment and environmental
trials before deployment,
ensuring adherence to the
operational and reliability
standards required by the
Indian armed forces.

Designed for scale, the
Gwalior facility has an annual
production capacity of up to

1,00,000 weapons, with more
than 90 per cent domestic
sourcing. The facility is con-
tributing to a broader industri-
al ecosystem in MP by generat-
ing skilled employment and
supporting micro, small and
medium enterprises (MSMEs)
across the supply chain.

The manufacturing capabili-
ty is also supported by Adani

Defence's ammunition com-
plex in Kanpur, Uttar Pradesh
(UP), which was commis-
sioned in 2024. The facility has
an annual capacity of around
300 million rounds of small
calibre ammunition, with
plans to expand its capabilities
to manufacture large and
medium calibre ammunition,
strengthening the integrated

weapons and ammunition
ecosystem.

This integrated approach
across design, manufacturing
and supply chains enhances
resilience, improves execution
timelines and supports long-
term self-reliance in defence
production.

The Gwalior facility is also
geared to manufacture close
quarter battle (CQB) weapons
for the Indian armed forces,
further expanding India's
indigenous small arms capabil-
ity. The 7.61x51 mm Prahar-
Light Machine Gun is an accu-
rate, robust and reliable LMG,
which can be fired from open
bolt, gas impact on piston
head, and rotating bolt locking.
Besides, it has safe, semi-auto-
matic and automatic mode of
firing. The Prahar LMG also
has gas regulator for additional
power in adverse conditions,
and can be fired from an
assault drum (120 rounds) or
belt chain.

Kolkata, Agency: Judicial
officers have disposed of 37 lakh
"under-adjudication" voter
cases in Bengal, but only 22
lakh names appear across two
supplementary electoral rolls,
leaving about 15 lakh cases
unaccounted for due to missing
e-signatures.

EC published a third list late
Saturday, but there was no clar-
ity on the number of names list-
ed. An EC official said supple-
mentary lists would be pub-
lished every day going forward.

EC officials said 60 lakh vot-
ers were initially marked for
scrutiny after a special intensive
revision (SIR) of rolls, with over
700 judicial officers assigned to
review them. By March 23
evening, around 29 lakh cases
had been cleared. Bengal CEO
Manoj Agarwal said names car-
rying e-signatures till 5pm
would be published in the first
supplementary list. The list
released around midnight car-
ried about 10 lakh names.

The gap persisted in the sec-
ond list. Officials said 37 lakh
cases had been disposed of by

Friday evening, suggesting the
remaining 27 lakh should fea-
ture in the next publication.
However, the list showed only
12 lakh names. "We received 12
lakh cases with e-signatures
and published accordingly," a
senior EC official said
Saturday, offering no explana-
tion for absence of e-signs on

the remaining 15 lakh cleared
cases. 

An EC source said digital sig-
nature functionality was intro-
duced late into the adjudica-
tion software, after several offi-
cers had already disposed of
cases in assigned segments.
Those cases will be routed back
to the officers.

New Delhi, Agency:
Signalling an aggressive push
ahead of the West Bengal assem-
bly elections, the Congress on
Saturday said it will contest all
294 seats in the state and will not
shy away from fielding a candidate
against chief minister Mamata
Banerjee in Bhawanipur. The
announcement came after a meet-
ing of the party's Central Election
Committee (CEC) in Delhi, where
senior leaders held detailed dis-
cussions on candidate selection.

AICC in-charge for West Bengal
Ghulam Ahmad Mir said the party
intends to put up candidates in
every constituency, underscoring
a full-scale electoral contest.
"Anyone who contests from
Bhawanipur will be a big leader
for us. We are fielding candidates
on all 294 seats and we are not
leaving any seat vacant," Mir told
news agency PTI. The high-level

meeting was attended by Congress
president Mallikarjun Kharge, for-
mer party chief Rahul Gandhi,
AICC general secretary (organisa-
tion) K C Venugopal, and several
leaders from West Bengal.

Senior figures including Adhir
Ranjan Chowdhury and CEC
members Ambika Soni,
Madhusudan Mistry, Salman
Khurshid, TS Singhdeo, KJ
George, PL Punia and Amee
Yajnik were also present.

New Delhi, Agency:
He had no red flags. No
"high-risk" tag. By standard
medical calculators, he was
not the kind of patient doc-
tors worry about. Then came
the heart attack - sudden
and without warning.
Doctors say this is no longer
unusual. A major Indian
study suggests it may be the
norm.In a retrospective
analysis of more than 5,000
Indian patients, widely used
global heart risk calculators
failed to identify most people
at risk, with around 80% of
those who suffered a first
heart attack not flagged as
high-risk beforehand.
Researchers led by Dr Mohit
Dayal Gupta at GB Pant
Hospital, Delhi, says Western
models miss India-specific
risk patterns, often placing
patients in low or moderate

categories despite underlying
danger.

These models are used by
doctors to decide who needs
treatment, but the study
found they often misclassify
risk and sometimes give con-
flicting results. Across mod-
els, only 11%-20% of patients
were labelled high-risk, even
though all eventually had a
heart attack.

"Indian patients and popu-
lation behave totally differ-
ently. We have different risk
factors, different patterns and
hence Western scores may
not always be appropriate,"
said Dr Gupta.

At the core of the problem
is a mismatch. Most of these
risk calculators were
designed using Western pop-
ulations, where heart disease
tends to occur later. In India,
it strikes earlier and behaves
differently - the study found
the average age of patients
was just 54, underscoring
how premature heart disease
has become.

Researchers say Indians
show a distinct "South Asian
phenotype". Heart risk
appears earlier, often with
diabetes and insulin resist-
ance even at normal body
weight. Cholesterol patterns
are misleading - low HDL and
high triglycerides, while LDL
may not be very high. Many
also have hidden abdominal
fat despite appearing lean, a
risk missed by BMI-based
assessments. 

New Delhi, Agency:  Over
900 medico-historical arte-
facts, some dating back nearly
1,000 years, showcasing
India's legacy in medicine have
been preserved at the National
Institute of Indian Medical
Heritage (NIIMH),
Hyderabad. The Centre plans
to expand preservation efforts
under the SAHI 2.0 initiative.

The Showcase of Ayurvedic
Historical Imprints (SAHI)
portal, developed by the
Central Council for Research in
Ayurvedic Sciences (CCRAS)-
NIIMH, presents the history of
Ayurveda from prehistoric
times to the present.

"Thus, from a historian's
perspective, the SAHI project
is an attempt to investigate and
present the medical heritage of
Ayurveda dispassionately and
critically to reconstruct and
envisage the medical past of
India, in relation to and as part

of the general civilisation of the
various periods. Further, the
portal will also map and show-
case the dynamic interactions
Indian medicine had with the
rest of the world from the
remote period to date," Dr Goli
Penchala Prasad, assistant
director and principal investi-
gator of the SAHI project, told
The Tribune.

A manuscript is a handwrit-
ten composition on materials
such as paper, bark, cloth,
metal or palm leaf, and is also
found inscribed on rocks.
These are commonly located in
palaces, temples, monasteries
and in the possession of fami-
lies of priests, astrologers, tra-
ditional architects and physi-
cians. Prasad said references to
such inscriptions and manu-
scripts were found in books
published by the
Archaeological Survey of India
(ASI) during the British period.
"Thus we locate the inscrip-
tions and digitise them," he
said.

At the ruins of Kumrahar in
Bihar, references exist to
physician Jeevaka, who attend-
ed Lord Buddha and King
Bimbisara. During the Nizam
era in Hyderabad, Unani medi-
cine flourished alongside
Ayurveda. An archaeological

inscription, around 1,660 years
old and dating back to King
Vikramaditya I of the
Chalukyas of the Badami
dynasty, has also been digi-
tised. Copperplates found in
Nellore district indicate that
physicians were granted spe-
cial powers to execute land
grants during that period.

"India's medical heritage is
not merely a matter of pride,
but a living continuum of
knowledge that has guided
healthcare practices for cen-
turies. The preservation of over
1,000 years of medico-histori-
cal manuscripts at the National
Institute of Indian Medical
Heritage is like SAHI 2.0, we
are not only safeguarding this
invaluable legacy but also mak-
ing it accessible to researchers,
practitioners and the global
community," said Union
Minister of State for Ayush,
Prataprao Jadhav.

It
added that weevils cannot
survive or reproduce in curd
due to the absence of oxygen
and its acidic nature, suggest-
ing that the contamination
"likely originated from an
infested serving tray provided
by the onboard vendor rather
than the product itself".
Following a passenger com-
plaint, Indian Railways on
March 25 imposed a penalty
of Rs 60 lakh on IRCTC and
the catering service provider
for lapses in onboard catering.
