territories based on the Sugauli Treaty 
of 1816," the foreign ministry said in 
the statement posted on social media.

"The Nepalese government has 
reiterated its clear stand to both India 
and China regarding the Kailash-
Mansarovar tour to be organised via 
Nepalese territory, Lipulekh," it said.

Earlier, the Nepalese government had 
also requested the government of India 

not to conduct activities such as 
road construction, expansion, 
border trade and pilgrimage in the 
area, it said.The statement added 
that the Nepalese government has 
also informed China about it."The 
Nepal government is always 
committed to resolving the border 
issue through diplomatic channels 
based on historical agreement, 
understanding, facts, maps and 

proofs in view of close and friendly 
relations existing between Nepal and 
India," the ministry said.Nepal claims 
that Lipulekh and Kalapani are its 
territories, whereas India maintains 
that the territories belong to it.Nepal's 
K.P. Oli-led government in May 2020 
included the territories, including 
Kalapani and Lipulekh.
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United Airlines Flight Hits 
Truck While Landing At 

US Airport

Washington.(Agency) 
A United Airlines plane hit a lamppost and a 

delivery truck on a New Jersey highway while 
landing Sunday at Newark Liberty International 
Airport, officials told AFP.Federal Aviation 
Administration (FAA) officials said the Boeing 
767 landed safely after arriving from Venice, 
Italy, and the agency would investigate the 
incident.

No injuries were reported on the plane, and the 
truck driver was taken to the hospital with minor 
injuries and released, the Port Authority of New 
York and New Jersey said in a statement 

The jet was carrying 221 passengers and 10 crew 
members."While on approach to land at Newark 
Liberty International Airport, United Airlines 
Flight 169 struck a light pole on the New Jersey 
Turnpike around 2 p.m. local time on Sunday, 
May 3," the FAA said in a statement, adding that 
the plane sustained minor damage.

The Port Authority said in a statement that the plane 
caused "damage to a light post and a tractor trailer 
traveling south on the NJ Turnpike."The H&S 
Bakery truck "was unscathed" but "the wheel of 
the commercial plane crashed into the driver's 
window," according to Chuck Paterakis, a senior 
vice president for the company, who added "the 
truck driver suffered small cuts from the 
incident."

United Airlines said in a statement it plans to 
"conduct a rigorous flight safety investigation 
into the incident and our crew has been removed 
from service as part of this process."

New Jersey State Police, who responded to the 
highway incident, and aircraft manufacturer 
Boeing did not immediately respond to AFP's 
request for comment.

United Airlines Boeing 767 from 
Italy clips light pole and truck 
during Newark landing

 A United Airlines passenger plane struck a light pole 

while landing at Newark Liberty International 
Airport on Sunday, damaging a delivery truck on 
the nearby highway, authorities said.The aircraft, a 
Boeing 767, was arriving from Venice with 221 
passengers and 10 crew members on board. The 
airline said no one on the flight was injured.

The Federal Aviation Administration said the plane 
landed safely after it “came into contact with a 
light pole” during its final approach.JUST IN: 
Baltimore bakery truck struck by a United Airlines 
plane coming in for a landing at Newark Liberty 
International Airport in New Jersey.According to 
local reports, the plane was a United Airlines 
Boeing 767-400.

The New Jersey State Police said a landing tyre and 
the underside of the plane also struck a delivery 
truck. The pole then hit a Jeep travelling on the 
road.The driver of the truck was taken to hospital 
with minor injuries and later released, according to 
the Port Authority of New York and New Jersey, 
which runs the airport.

Aircraft approaching Newark often fly low over the 
New Jersey Turnpike, one of the busiest sections of 
Interstate 95, with the runway beginning close to 
the road.

‘Minor damage’ as operations resume
The port authority said an object had been struck and 

that the truck was damaged. It added that the 
aircraft had “minor damage” and the runway was 
checked for debris before normal operations 
resumed.United said its maintenance team would 
assess the aircraft and that the crew had been taken 
off duty while a safety review takes place.

The National Transportation Safety Board said an 
investigator would arrive on Monday. It has asked 
the airline to provide the cockpit voice recorder 
and flight data recorder.

US President Donald Trump has 

announced a new maritime initiative, 
“Project Freedom,” aimed at safely 
escorting foreign ships stranded in the 
Strait of Hormuz amid escalating 
tensions in the Middle East.In a 
post on Truth Social, Trump said 
multiple countries, most of them 
not directly involved in the 
ongoing regional conflict, had 
requested US assistance to help 
free their vessels, which remain 
stuck in the critical shipping 
corridor. He described the ships 
and their crews as “neutral and 
innocent bystanders” caught in a 
volatile situation.

Trump said the United States 
would guide these vessels out of 
restricted waters to ensure they can 
“freely and ably get on with their 
business.” The operation is scheduled 
to begin Monday morning, Middle 
East time.

The US President emphasised that the 

move is a humanitarian effort, noting 
that many ships are running low on 
food and essential supplies needed to 
maintain safe living conditions for 
large crews onboard. He added that the 
initiative is intended to benefit all 

parties, including Iran and other 
countries in the region.

“I have told my representatives to inform 
them that we will use best efforts to get 
their Ships and Crews safely out of the 
Strait,” Trump said, while adding that 
many of the vessels do not plan to 
return until the area is safe for 

navigation.
Trump also indicated that US officials 

are engaged in “very positive 
discussions” with Iran, raising the 
possibility of broader diplomatic 
progress.However, he issued a 

warning that any interference 
with the operation would be met 
with a forceful response, 
underscoring the high-stakes 
nature of the mission in one of the 
world’s most strategically 
important maritime routes.

The Strait of Hormuz is a key artery 
for global oil shipments, and 
disruptions in the area have 
significant implications for 
international trade and energy 
markets.Earlier, amid the Middle 

East conundrum, US President Donald 
Trump has poured cold water on Iran’s 
latest peace proposal, dismissing it as 
"not acceptable". He turned down 
Tehran’s 14-point framework, which 
aims to shift the current ceasefire into a 
more durable settlement.

Three people have died and three are ill after 

a Netherlands-based cruise ship was hit by 
a suspected outbreak of hantavirus, a 
rodent-borne virus that can cause fatal 
respiratory illness, authorities and media 
reports said on Sunday.Netherlands-based 
Oceanwide Expeditions said in a news 
release it was "managing a serious medical 

situation" on a polar expedition ship, the 
MV Hondius, which was off Cape Verde, 
an island nation in the Atlantic west of 
Africa.The cruise departed from Argentina 
about three weeks ago with 
around 150 passengers and 
stopped in the Antarctic and other 
locations on its way to Cape 
Verde, according to media 
reports.

A Dutch  Fore ign  Minis t ry  
spokesperson confirmed that two 
Dutch passengers had died, but 
gave no further details.The World 
Health Organization said in an X 
post that one of the sick 
passengers was in intensive care 
in South Africa. Sky News 
reported the passenger is British, 
citing South Africa's Department of 
Health.

WHO said it was investigating the outbreak. 
Lab tests have confirmed hantavirus in one 
of the six people, the agency said.

Oceanwide Expeditions said Cape Verde 
authorities had not given permission for 
passengers requiring medical care to 
disembark, and Dutch authorities were 

seeking to organize repatriation of two 
symptomatic passengers along with the 
body of a deceased passenger.

Hantavirus can be spread when droppings 
and urine of rodents become airborne, such 

as when people sweep out sheds where 
mice have been living. WHO said the virus 
can be spread between people in rare cases.

The illness begins with flu-like symptoms 
and can lead to heart and lung 
failure, with around 40% of cases 
resulting in death, according to the 
U .S .  Cen te r s  fo r  D i sease  
Control.There are no specific drugs 
to treat hantavirus, so treatment 
focuses on supportive care, 
including putting patients on 
ventilators in severe cases.

"WHO is facilitating coordination 
between member states and the 
ship’s operators for medical 
evacuation of two symptomatic 
passengers, as well as full public 
health risk assessment and support 

to the remaining passengers on board," the 
WHO said.The British Foreign Office and 
South Africa's Department of Health did 
not immediately respond to requests for 
comment.

Rudy Giuliani, the former mayor of New 

York City and an ex-adviser to US

critical but stable condition, his 
spokesman said on Sunday.Spokesman 
Ted Goodman did not say what caused 
the 81-year-old to be admitted or how 
long he has been in hospital. “Mayor 
Giuliani is a fighter who has faced every 
challenge in his life with unwavering 

strength, and he’s fighting with that 
same level of strength as we speak,” 
Goodman said in a statement. He added 
that Giuliani “remains in 
c r i t i c a l  b u t  s t a b l e  
condition”.

‘He’s fighting with strength’
Giul ian i  l as t  appeared  

publicly on Friday night 
when he hosted his online 
programme, America’s 
Mayor Live, from Palm 
Beach, Florida. During the 
show, he coughed and said 
his voice was not well. “My 
voice is a little under the 
weather, so I won’t be able to 
speak as loudly as I usually do,” he said.

Giuliani became widely known for his 
leadership in New York after the 
September 11 attacks, which led to him 
being called “America’s mayor”.He 
later worked as Trump’s personal lawyer 

and supported claims of fraud in the 
2020 US election, which was won by Joe 
Biden. Courts and election reviews 

found no evidence of widespread fraud.
Trump says hospitalisation is ‘a 

tragedy’
Reacting to the news, Trump wrote on 

social media that Giuliani was “a True 
Warrior” and said his hospitalisation 

was “so sad”. “Our fabulous Rudy 
Giuliani… has been hospitalised, and is 
in critical condition,” Trump wrote, 

adding: “What a tragedy… and 
now, look at Rudy.”

Giuliani has faced legal troubles 
in recent years, including a 
defamation case brought by two 
former election workers in 
Georgia, who won a $148 
million judgment against him. 
He later reached a settlement 
allowing him to keep some 
assets.

He was also hospitalised in 
September after suffering 
injuries, including a fractured 

vertebra, in a car crash in New 
Hampshire.

Giuliani was elected mayor of New York in 
1993 after serving as a federal prosecutor 
known for pursuing organised crime and 
financial cases.

Rudy Giuliani Hospitalised: Former NYC Mayor in 
‘critical but stable’ condition, spokesman confirms

Kathmandu. (Agency) 
Around 1,600 political appointees holding 

constitutional positions and heading government 
boards and corporations are set to lose their jobs en 
masse through a sweeping ordinance issued by 
President Ramchandra Paudel, local media 
reported.The move aims to target politically 
motivated appointments made by previous 
governments, including the Sushila Karki-led 
interim government formed after the ‘Gen Z’ 
movement, according to the reports.

The termination of service ordinance, approved by 
President Poudel, is expected to come into effect at 
any moment ,  render ing 1 ,594 people  
jobless.Those affected will include vice-
chancellors, rectors and deans of universities; 
chiefs and commissioners of all constitutional 
bodies; heads of government media; and chiefs 
and board members of government authorities.

Once implemented, the ordinance will amend 110 
laws and affect the functioning of as many bodies.

The impact is expected to be particularly noticeable 
in sectors such as education, healthcare and public 
service delivery. And, in many cases, routine 
operations are likely to be disrupted due to the 
absence of authorised signatories, the media 
reports suggest. The Balendra Shah led 
government has yet to spell out a clear timeline or 
mechanism for fresh appointments.

Israel issues evacuation 
warning; kills 1, hurts 4 in 
Lebanon strikes

BEIRUT.(Agency)
Israeli strikes on southern Lebanon killed at least 

one person and wounded four rescuers on 
Sunday, the Lebanese health ministry said, as 
Israel maintained its attacks on the country 
despite a fragile truce in its war with Hezbollah.

In separate statements, the ministry said a strike 
on Arabsalim killed at least one person and 
wounded three, including a child, and another 
strike on Srifa wounded five people, including 
four rescuers from the Hezbollah-affiliated 
Islamic Health Committee.

“The ministry reiterates its condemnation of these 
repeated attacks and recalls what is included in 
Article 19 of the Geneva Convention regarding 
the need to verify that medical facilities are safe 
from any danger caused by attacks in conflict 
zones, while what is happening is exactly the 
opposite,” it said.

Israel’s military on Sunday issued new evacuation 
warnings in southern Lebanon for villages 
beyond the area it occupies. The warning covers 
more than 10 villages and towns, including 
several in the district of Nabatieh, which lies 
north of the Litani River, south of which Israel 
has stationed troops.

Arabsalim and Srifa were included in the warning.
Lebanon’s state-run National News Agency 

reported a series of Israeli strikes across 
southern Lebanon, including on towns not 
mentioned in the evacuation warning.

Since April 17, a fragile ceasefire has been in place 
between Israel and Lebanon, which was aimed 
at pausing the violence between the Hezbollah 
militant group and Israel’s military.On 
Wednesday Israel’s military chief of staff Eyal 
Zamir had threatened to strike Hezbollah 
“beyond the yellow line”, which marks the area 
of Israeli control.

Modi 
greeted jubilant supporters, his 
attire widely seen as a cultural 
outreach to Bengal at a mo-
ment of major political transi-
tion.
A Breakthrough Decades in 
the Making
The BJP’s performance in West 
Bengal signals a dramatic shift 
in the state’s political landscape. 
For decades, the party strug-

gled to gain a foothold in a 
region dominated by strong 
regional forces. This victory, 
however, marks its first decisive 
entry into power in the state—
an achievement party leaders 
are calling transformative.
Early trends show the BJP rac-
ing ahead with leads in over 
200 seats, while the All India 
Trinamool Congress (TMC) 
trails significantly, indicating a 
sweeping mandate.
Modi’s Message: “The Lotus 
Has Bloomed”
Taking to social media and ad-
dressing party workers, Modi 
described the result as “histor-
ic,” crediting generations of BJP 
karyakartas whose ground-
work made the victory possible.
“The lotus has bloomed in West 
Bengal,” he declared, framing 
the mandate as a triumph of 
people-centric governance and 
public trust. He emphasized 
that the verdict reflects the as-
pirations of millions who voted 
for change, development, and 

dignity. Modi also assured that 
the BJP would work to justify 
the unprecedented mandate, 
promising a government fo-
cused on opportunity, inclusiv-
ity, and growth.
Strategy Meets Sentiment
The Bengal victory is being 
attributed to a combination 

of grassroots mobilisation, 
sustained political expansion, 
and a carefully crafted narra-
tive around governance and 
development. The party’s abil-
ity to penetrate deep into rural 
and semi-urban belts appears 
to have played a crucial role in 
overturning long-standing po-

litical equations.
Equally significant was the use 
of symbolism. Modi’s choice of 
traditional Bengali attire at the 
moment of victory sent a clear 
message—of cultural connect, 
political respect, and a renewed 
attempt to align with Bengal’s 
identity.

National Ripple Effect
Beyond the state, the result is 
expected to reshape the broad-
er political narrative. The BJP’s 
expansion into one of India’s 
most politically significant 
states strengthens its national 
footprint and alters the balance 
of power within the opposition 
camp.

Kolkata: In a stunning po-
litical setback, Mamata 
Banerjee has lost elections 
from both Bhabanipur and 
Nandigram, marking one of 
the most dramatic moments 
in West Bengal politics.
Her chief rival, Suvendu 
Adhikari of the Bharatiya 
Janata Party (BJP), secured 
emphatic victories—win-
ning Bhabanipur by 15,105 
votes and Nandigram by 
9,665 votes.
Twin Defeats in High-
Stakes Battles
The contests in both Bhaba-
nipur and Nandigram were 
among the most closely 
watched in the 2026 Assem-
bly elections. While Bhaban-
ipur had long been consid-
ered Banerjee’s stronghold, 
Nandigram carried deep 
political symbolism, being 
the site of her earlier rise 
and later intense rivalry with 
Adhikari.
The dual defeat delivers a se-
vere blow to Banerjee’s per-
sonal political standing and 
to the All India Trinamool 
Congress (TMC), which 

has simultaneously faced a 
broader electoral setback in 
the state.
From Close Fight to Clear 
Margins
Early counting suggested 
tight contests in both con-
stituencies, with leads shift-
ing between candidates. 
However, as rounds pro-
gressed, Adhikari stead-
ily widened the gap in both 
seats, converting the battles 
into decisive wins.

Adhikari’s Dominance
The twin victories firmly es-
tablish Adhikari as a central 
force in Bengal politics and 
a key architect of the BJP’s 
surge in the state. Defeating a 
sitting Chief Minister in two 
constituencies underscores 
his growing influence and 
strategic importance within 
the party.
Political Fallout
Banerjee’s loss from both 
seats is being seen as a wa-

tershed moment, signalling 
a sharp shift in voter senti-
ment. It not only weakens her 
leadership position but also 
reflects the BJP’s deep pen-
etration into areas once con-
sidered TMC bastions.
The twin defeats of Mamata 
Banerjee and Suvendu Adhi-
kari’s double victory mark a 
decisive turning point—re-
shaping West Bengal’s politi-
cal landscape and altering the 
balance of power in the state.

Strategic Location Raises 
Stakes
Located close to the Strait of 
Malacca, one of the world’s 
busiest shipping lanes, Great 
Nicobar holds immense stra-
tegic value. A large share of 
global trade—and a signifi-
cant portion of China’s energy 
imports—passes through this 
corridor.
India’s proposed development, 
including a transshipment 
port, international airport and 
military-linked infrastructure, 
is expected to significantly en-
hance New Delhi’s ability to 
monitor and project power in 

the Indo-Pacific region.
Why Beijing Is Watching 
Closely
Analysts say the project direct-
ly intersects with China’s ex-
panding maritime ambitions. 
Over the past decade, Beijing 
has steadily increased its pres-
ence across the Indian Ocean, 
securing ports and strengthen-
ing logistics networks.
India’s move in Great Nicobar 
is widely seen as a counterbal-
ance. A stronger Indian foot-
print near the Malacca choke-
point could, in a crisis scenario, 
enable New Delhi to track Chi-
nese naval activity, influence 
shipping flows and challenge 
Beijing’s regional dominance.
Disinformation Concerns 
Surface
Security observers argue that 
the battle is not limited to 
physical infrastructure. In-
creasingly, attention is turn-
ing to information warfare—
where narratives, rather than 

missiles, shape outcomes.
Disinformation campaigns, ex-
perts note, often do not rely on 
outright falsehoods. Instead, 
they amplify existing concerns 
to create pressure. In the case of 
Great Nicobar, environmental 
risks, tribal rights, and sustain-
ability questions have become 
focal points of global debate.
While these concerns are real 
and part of any major develop-
ment discourse, analysts cau-
tion that their amplification at 
international platforms may 
not always be organic.

Fault Lines Being Exploited
The project has already trig-
gered debate over ecological 
impact, including deforesta-
tion and biodiversity loss, as 
well as concerns regarding in-
digenous communities.
According to analysts, such 
issues—though legitimate—
can be leveraged to:
•	 Build international scru-

tiny and pressure
•	 Delay clearances and ex-

ecution timelines
•	 Deepen domestic politi-

cal and social divisions

This overlap of activism, policy 
debate and geopolitical interest 
makes it increasingly difficult 
to distinguish between genu-
ine criticism and strategic nar-
rative shaping.
Indo-Pacific Rivalry in Play
The developments around 
Great Nicobar reflect the 
broader strategic contest un-
folding across the Indo-Pacific. 
China’s network of ports and 
influence corridors has often 
been viewed as an effort to se-
cure trade routes and expand 
its reach.
India, in response, is stepping 
up its maritime capabilities 
and infrastructure. In this con-
text, delays or disruptions to 
the Nicobar project are seen as 
strategically advantageous to 
Beijing.
Beyond Development: A 
Strategic Contest
The Great Nicobar debate un-
derscores a shifting reality—
major infrastructure projects 

are no longer just economic 
ventures but geopolitical flash-
points.
Experts point out that modern 
conflicts increasingly involve 
shaping perception, slowing 
decision-making and influenc-
ing public discourse. In such a 
landscape, controlling the nar-
rative can be as critical as con-
trolling territory.
The Bottom Line
The controversy around Great 
Nicobar is no longer confined 
to environment versus devel-
opment. It now sits at the in-
tersection of national security, 
regional power balance and 
global information dynamics.
For India, the project repre-
sents a strategic leap in the 
Indo-Pacific. For China, any 
delay or dilution could serve 
long-term interests. And in 
this unfolding contest, the bat-
tle over narratives may prove 
just as decisive as develop-
ments on the ground.

No major political party has fielded candidates 
against her.In the Rahuri Assembly seat by-
election, BJP’s Akshay Kardile was ahead of his 
rivals, as per trends available on the Election 
Commission’s website.

The Rahuri seat in Ahilyanagar district became 
vacant after BJP MLA Shivaji Kardile’s death in 
October last year.

His son and BJP nominee Akshay Kardile was 
leading over his nearest rival, NCP (SP) 
candidate Govind Mokate, by over 21,000 votes, 
as per the latest trends.

61,917 votes, while only one of her 22 rivals 
managed to cross the 200-vote mark so far.

When Uddhav became the Maharashtra chief 
minister in 2019, he got himself elected as a 
member of the legislative council, while Aditya 
was elected to the assembly. The father-son duo 
had both Houses covered then. Aditya continues 
to be an MLA from Mumbai’s Worli constituency.

Now, with the Shiv Sena (UBT) nominating 
Ambadas Danave as its candidate for MLC polls 
for the lone seat that the Maha Vikas Aghadi 
(MVA) can win, Aditya’s stock is set to rise in the 
party. Observers say, with Aditya’s ascent, 
Uddhav has made a decision to groom the next 
generation of leadership and bring fresh faces in 
the party.

Sources say that Aditya’s involvement in party’s 
decision-making has already increased, even 
when it is not being taken kindly by its old guard. 
However, Aditya seems undeterred and is 
planning to make largescale changes for the next 
Lok Sabha and assembly elections. “When Shiv 
Sena (UBT) leader Sanjay Raut unilaterally 
announced Sharad Pawar’s name as the MVA 
candidate for the Rajya Sabha, Aditya 
Thackeray was in favour of re-sending MP 
Priyanka Chaturvedi to the House.

This time, the Shiv Sena, by choosing Danve, has 
dropped its claim over the Rajya Sabha seat that 
could have seen the re-nomination of Raut for the 
Rajya Sabha. Now, it will be tough for Raut to get 
elected to the Rajya Sabha. In short, Aditya chose 
to encourage and promote the state-level 
leadership of Danave over Raut,” said a person 
who is privy to this development.

Sources said that Aditya plans to build his own 
team of young leaders from different parts of 
Maharashtra. “In the coming day, we will see 
more changes that will help Aditya tighten his 
grip over the party,” said an observer.

The battle for Assam reaches its conclusion on Monday as votes are 

counted in the state assembly election, deciding whether the BJP-
led NDA secures a third consecutive term in power or the Congress-
led opposition manages to mount a challenge after an intense 
campaign.Electronic Voting Machines (EVM) across 126 assembly 
constituencies will be opened at 40 counting centres spread over all 
35 districts of the state. Among the 722 candidates in the fray, 59 are 
women. 

Nagaon district will have three separate counting centres, while 
Kokrajhar, Tinsukia and Jorhat will each have two. Twenty-five 
companies of the Central Armed Police Forces (CAPF) have been 
deployed to secure the counting centres and the strongrooms where 
the EVMs are stored. Authorities will additionally deploy 800 
unarmed police personnel to transport the EVMs from the 
strongrooms to the counting halls. 

Chief Electoral Officer Anurag Goel stated that two more CAPF 
companies will remain on static duty. Ninety-three companies of 
state armed police are already positioned in the districts. Eighty-
five Assault Groups have also been mobilised to handle any 
untoward incidents on counting day.

How Parties Contested 
Polling in Assam was conducted in a single phase on April 9. A 

turnout of 85.96 per cent was recorded among the more than 2.50 
crore registered voters. The Congress fielded the largest number of 
candidates with 99, followed by the BJP with 90. The AIUDF 
contested 30 seats, while NDA allies Asom Gana Parishad (AGP) 
put up 26 and Bodo Peoples' Front (BPF) 11. In the opposition 
alliance, Raijor Dal contested 13 seats, Assam Jatiya Parishad 10, 
CPI(M) three and All Party Hill Leaders Conference two.

The Aam Aadmi Party and United People's Party Liberal each 
contested 18 seats, the TMC 22, and the JMM 16. There are also 258 
independent candidates.

Even 
during the recount, discrepancies were 
noticed. Though we gained two 

additional votes, several ballots in the 
same bundle had been tampered with,” 
he said. The DCM alleged that similar 
irregularities were reported in the 
Jayanagar constituency.

documented the discrepancies and 
reported them to the court.

Shivakumar said the government would 
pursue the matter legally and ensure 
that a criminal case leads to 
accountability.

In a post on X around 1 am, the Trinamool 
Congress (TMC) chief also claimed that 
CCTVs are being turned off and vehicles 
are entering and exiting the premises of 
strongrooms.

"Be careful. Give guard. Stay awake at night. 
Make a complaint. I'm receiving reports from 
various places that load-shedding is being 
deliberately imposed. From Hooghly's 
Serampore, Nadia's Krishnanagar, Burdwan's 
Aushgram, to Kolkata's Khudiram Anushilan 
Kendra, such incidents have come to light where 

load-shedding is being done in phases, CCTVs 
are being turned off, and vehicles are moving in 
and out of strongrooms," she posted in Bengali. 

"I am calling upon my party workers: just as I am 
staying up all night to keep an eye on everything, 
you too stay up all night and guard the people's 
votes in the strongrooms. If anyone creates any 

suspicious situation anywhere, surround 
them, file complaints immediately, and 
demand CCTV footage," Banerjee, who is 
seeking a fourth term, said.

She alleged that all of this is being done at the 
"behest of the BJP".

West Bengal Minister Shashi Panja, who is 
seeking reelection from the Shyampukur 
assembly seat, also shared a video of a 
computer screen showing a "camera blackout" 
in Kolkata's Khudiram Anushilini Stadium.

“Camera blackout in Khudiram Anushilini 
stadium, Kolkata, resumed after our protests, 
but why this repeated disruption? 

We are alert. We demand to see the footage which 
was not visible. The fight is on," she wrote on 
X.She had held a meeting with her party's 
count ing agents  for  the  Bhabanipur  
constituency, from where she is seeking a re-
election, on Sunday evening.

She asserted that her government would firmly oppose any attempt to undermine the rights and dignity of the Matua 
people.

Bihar bridge scare: 25-metre slab of 
Vikramshila Setu collapses, no casualties

A major incident was averted when a large slab of 
the Vikramshila Setu, which connects Bihar’s 
Poorvanchal and Seemanchal regions in north 
Bihar, fell into the river Ganga in Bhagalpur 
district in the early hours of 
Monday.The large slab of 
Vikramshila Setu collapsed 
near pillar number 133 and 
fell into the Ganga River, 
causing panic in the area. No 
lives were lost in the 
incident.

Sources claimed that around 
11:33 PM on Sunday night, 
police personnel noticed 
signs of sudden ground 
subsidence and cracks developing near pillar 
number 133. Senior officials were alerted, and 
vehicular access to the bridge was immediately 
suspended.

Within an hour and a half later—at 1:10 AM—a 

slab approximately 25 meters in length collapsed 
into the river."A timely alert prevented a major 
incident. Otherwise, buses bound for 
Muzaffarpur and Araria would have been on the 
bridge. Currently, all vehicular movement across 

the bridge has come to a 
standstill, and traffic has been 
diverted toward Munger and 
S u l t a n g a n j , "  a  s e n i o r  
administrative officer said.

The foundation stone for the 
bridge was laid on November 
15, 1990, by the then Chief 
Minister, Lalu Prasad Yadav 
and it was inaugurated in July 
2001 during the tenure of chief 
minister, Rabri Devi. The 

responsibility for constructing the bridge was 
entrusted with the Uttar Pradesh State Bridge 
Corporation.The initial estimated cost for 
constructing this 4.7-kilometer-long bridge was 
approximately Rs 167.58 crore—a figure.

The 
result signals not just a victory, but a decisive shift 

in Tamil Nadu’s political narrative.
WHAT THE TRENDS SUGGEST
While vote counting is still underway, early trends 

show Vijay’s TVK leading in 108 seats, while the 
ruling DMK is ahead in just 52. The AIADMK 
has retained much of its rural base and is 
emerging as the second-largest party, leading in 
73 seats.The TVK has swept the Chennai region, 
leading in 31 of the 37 seats. It is also ahead in 49 
of 65 urban constituencies, gains that appear to 
have come largely at the expense of the DMK, 
traditionally dominant in urban Tamil Nadu.

The party has also emerged as the largest force in 
southern Tamil Nadu, leading in 27 of the 58 
seats.The AIADMK continues to hold its rural 
base, leading in 49 of 116 rural seats. However, the 
TVK has made significant inroads here as well, 
leading in 33 seats.

THE defection of seven of the 10 AAP Rajya Sabha 
MPs, six of them representing Punjab, and their 
subsequent merger with the saffron party has 
boosted perceptions of a resurgent BJP as a party 
of change committed to muscular nationalism 
that can ensure the security of the citizens in these 
difficult times. This has strong resonance in the 
border state that has borne the brunt of terrorism 
for many years.The switching of loyalties by the 
AAP MPs to the BJP could facilitate a possible 
pre-poll alliance with the Akali Dal, which is in a 
revival mode, with the BJP in a stronger 
negotiating position. This possibility will 
significantly alter the political dynamics in the 
state.In the changed scenario, the Congress could 
find its prospects as the principal claimant to the 
anti-incumbency vote negatively impacted, in 
what is likely to be a fiercely contested election to 
the Vidhan Sabha early next year. To play its 
rightful role in Punjab, the grand old party will 
need to reinvent itself as a merit-based inclusive 
party, appealing to the progressive imagination of 
the people rather than as one encouraging casteist 
majoritarianism contrary to the constitutional 
vision crafted by its leaders.

Also, the current political logic and electoral 
arithmetic in Punjab demand that the Congress 
and the AAP reassess their political strategies, 
particularly in view of the post-poll exigencies, 
including the possibility of a fractured mandate.

Ten months is a long time in politics, and the AAP 
being in the driver's seat can still enlist popular 
allegiance through a vigorous implementation of 
its welfare schemes, a demonstration of just and 
fair governance and by addressing the pervasive 
perception of a deteriorating law and order 
situation in the state.

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New Delhi. (Agency)  
India endured a forgettable outing at 

the World Athletics Relays, with 
injuries and Did Not Finish (DNF) 
results derailing their campaign on 
the second day of competition on 
Sunday.The biggest blow came in 
the men’s 4x400m relay, where 
India’s hopes of securing direct 
qualification for the 2027 World 
Championships in Beijing came 
crashing down. Amoj Jacob suffered 
cramps during the race and was forced to 
pull out after receiving the baton from 
first-leg runner Dharamveer Choudhary, 
resulting in a DNF for the team. Rajesh 
Ramesh and Vishal TK were scheduled to 
run the final two legs.

Having failed to qualify for the finals on 
Saturday, India were competing in the 
second qualification round on Sunday, 
where the top two teams from each heat 
were to seal their spots for the World 
Championships. The missed opportunity 
means India must now rely on the World 

Athletics Top Lists route, a far more 
uncertain and prolonged path to 
qualification.

BATON FALLS IN MEN'S 4x100
The setbacks continued in the men’s 

4x100m relay, where a lack of 
coordination proved costly. Third-leg 
runner Ragul Kumar fell on the track 
while attempting to hand over the baton 
to Gurindervir Singh, leading to a 
disqualification. Harsh Santosh Raut and 
Animesh Kujur had run the opening two 
legs. Kumar, who appeared to be in 
discomfort, had to be assisted off the 

track by volunteers.India’s struggles 
with baton exchanges were further 
highlighted in the women’s 4x100m 
event. 

A fumbled exchange between Tamanna 
and Nithya Gandhe saw the baton 
dropped, forcing Gandhe to turn back 
and retrieve it after initially sprinting 
ahead. The team eventually finished 
with a time of 53.09 seconds in what 
turned out to be a chaotic run.Amid the 
disappointment, there was a minor 

positive for the Indian contingent. The 
mixed 4x100m relay team of Ragul 
Kumar, Nithya Gandhe, Animesh Kujur 
and Sneha SS set a new national record of 
41.35 seconds, improving on the 
previous mark of 42.30 seconds set 
earlier this year. However, they could 
only finish sixth in their heat.

The mixed 4x400m relay team also fell 
short, with Theerthesh P Shetty, Kumari 
Saloni, Nihal William and Rashdeep 
Kaur finishing fifth in their heat with a 
time of 3:19.40.

New Delhi. (Agency)  
Mumbai Indians and Lucknow Super 

Giants are in all sorts of trouble and 
won’t have much room for error when 
they lock horns in their IPL 2026 match 
on Monday, May 4 at the Wankhede 
Stadium in Mumbai. Both teams are 
languishing in the bottom two spots on 
the table and need something more than 
special to turn their campaigns 
around.For MI, there’s absolutely no 
place to hide, as another defeat would 
more or less end their campaign. No team 
in the history of the IPL has qualified for 
the playoffs with 12 points, and this is 
exactly why the upcoming game holds so 
much importance. The Super Giants, on 
the other hand, aren’t in a comfortable 
position either, and with a net run rate of -
1.106, they face an uphill task as well.

CAN LUCKNOW BOUNCE BACK?

When the Super Giants began their 
campaign with two wins in their first three 
games, they looked in pretty good shape. 
But as the tournament has progressed, they 
have gone from bad to worse. Having lost 
their last five matches, LSG are searching 
for inspiration to turn their fortunes 
around. Mohsin Khan did provide a spark 
against Kolkata Knight Riders with a five-
wicket haul, but Rinku Singh’s heroics 

ensured KKR had the last laugh in 
Lucknow.

Rishabh Pant’s struggles with the bat 
haven’t helped the Super Giants by any 
stretch of the imagination. Mohammed 
Shami’s role against MI will be crucial, 
given how challenging conditions at the 
Wankhede can be for bowlers, and this is 
where his wealth of experience could 
prove vital. With MI not in the best of 
form, LSG might see this as an 
opportunity to return to winning ways.

WILL ROHIT SHARMA RETURN 
AGAINST LSG?

England fast bowler Mark Wood revealed a 

bizarre story from his time in the Indian 
Premier League, recalling how a franchise 
owner once offered to fly him out on a 
private plane just to get him to play one 
match in the tournament.Speaking on a 
BBC podcast, Wood narrated an incident 
from a season where he had featured in a 
handful of games before falling ill. The 
England pacer said the team management, 
including the owner, was desperate to 
have him available despite his condition. 
Hence, the team owner offered to send a 
private plane, fly him out, get him to play 
the match, and then fly him back to the 
hotel.

It is important to note that the England fast 
bowler did not have an extensive run in the 
Indian Premier League. Wood’s IPL 
career has been limited to just five 
matches across two franchises. He made a 
solitary appearance for Chennai Super 
Kings before featuring four times for 
Lucknow Super Giants in 2023.

The small sample size, combined with his 
own recollection of playing “about five 
games” in a season, strongly hints that the 
incident took place during his time with 
Lucknow.That  contex t  becom es  
important, because Wood went on to 
reveal that an IPL franchise owner 
personally called him up in an attempt to 
get him to play a match, even offering to 
fly him in on a private plane.

In the interview, Wood recalled that he had 
fallen seriously ill after playing four 
matches in the tournament. He had three 
days to recover for the game, but was 
unlikely to make it in time. What followed 
was perhaps in equal part funny and equal 
part sad.

HERE'S MARK WOOD'S IPL STORY
“I’ll give you a story which wasn’t fun. I 

wasn’t very well. After about five games, 
I’d picked up an illness there, and the next 
game was about three days’ time.So every 
half an hour, the doctor who had stayed 
back would come to my room, take my 
vitals, and try to get me right.

I remember one day, the IPL team owner 
was ringing me and he was like, ‘How are 
we feeling? Are we ready to go?’I was 
like, ‘Honestly, I’ve ate and drank 
nothing. I can’t get out of bed still. I’m 
hoping that, you know, if I can think’.

Manchester. (Agency)  
Manchester United’s return to the UEFA 

Champions League has intensified talk 
around Michael Carrick being handed the job 
on a permanent basis. The caretaker boss has 
overseen a sharp turnaround, and the latest 
win over Liverpool has only strengthened his 

case.United confirmed their 
Champions League qualification 
with a 3-2 win at Old Trafford. 
Speaking after the match, Carrick 
reflected on the turnaround since 
taking charge in January.

“It’s been a good run. We’ve beaten 
some very, very good teams and it’s 
been challenging. Sometimes we’ve 
won it in some ways, sometimes 
we’ve won it in other ways. I love 
doing what I’m doing. It’s a great 
position for me to be in and it feels 
pretty natural if I’m totally honest," Carrick 
said.

"I’m not being blase because it’s a difficult 
role, but it feels like I’ve been here a long 
time, in different times on and off, but I can 
understand what it brings and to be sat in this 
position is a good position to be in. We will 
just have to wait and see. When we came in, 
the Champions League was a little bit in the 

distance so to be where we are, with three 
games to spare, is a good achievement,” he 
added.

The result capped a strong run under Carrick, 
who has now won 10 of his 14 matches in 
charge, guiding United into the top five with 
games to spare after a difficult first half of the 
season.

WILL CARRICK BE MAN UNITED 

PERMANENT MANAGER?
Carrick’s numbers make a strong 

case.Since taking over in January, the 44-
year-old has overseen a clear turnaround, 
with United climbing into third place 
with 64 points from 35 matches. More 
importantly, he has delivered Champions 
League qualification, something that 
looked unlikely when he first stepped in.

Beyond results, there has been a visible 
shift in how United have approached 
games. They have found ways to win in 
different situations, something Carrick 

himself pointed to.
However,  the decision is far from 

straightforward. A Champions League return 
brings added pressure, more fixtures, and the 
need for greater squad depth. United’s 
hierarchy will have to decide whether 
Carrick is the long-term answer or if they 
look for a more experienced name to lead 
them into that next phase.

There’s a reason Punjab Kings have looked 

like one of the most dangerous batting units 
in IPL 2026. Their top four of Prabhsimran 
Singh, Priyansh Arya, Cooper Connolly and 
Shreyas Iyer has made a habit of taking 
games away inside the powerplay itself.

We saw that peak version not too long ago. A 
126-run opening stand between Priyansh and 
Prabhsimran set up a fearless 265 chase 
against Delhi Capitals. That’s the template. 

Start fast, stay ahead, make the rest look 
easy.

But cricket rarely sticks to the script for too 
long.Against the Gujarat Titans, that entire 
structure came crashing down early. No 
rhythm, no platform, just pressure from 
ball one. And at the centre of it was 
Mohammed Siraj, who didn’t just strike 
early, he broke the game open before 
Punjab could even settle.

HOW SIRAJ ROCKED PUNJAB 
EARLY

Siraj didn’t take time to warm into the 
game. He arrived switched on.Second 
ball of the innings, first breakthrough. 
Priyansh Arya, usually the one dictating 
terms, went hard at width but didn’t get 
hold of it. At deep backward point, 
Nishant Sindhu dived low to his left and held 
on. Early damage.

Cooper Connolly walked in and walked back 
in the space of one ball. A sharp delivery 
jagged back in, took the inside edge and 
settled safely in Jos Buttler’s gloves. The 
review only delayed the outcome.

Three balls, two wickets. Punjab’s entire top-
order blueprint undone before it could even 
begin.

By the time the over ended, the tone of the 
innings had already shifted. Yes, Shreyas 

Iyer managed a boundary off the penultimate 
ball, but the damage was done. Punjab never 
quite recovered, crawling to 35 in the 
powerplay instead of dictating terms like 
they usually do.

Add in the pressure from Kagiso Rabada and 
Jason Holder, and suddenly the most 

explosive top order of the season looked 
stuck.

GUJARAT NEEDS MORE OF SIRAJ
There’s a reason why this spell matters beyond 

just one game.After their win over Royal 
Challengers Bengaluru, Rashid Khan 
had spoken about the bowlers needing to 
take more responsibility. 

GT don’t quite have the same explosive 
middle-order firepower as some other 
teams, so their margin often starts with 
the ball.

Coming into this game, Punjab were 
exactly the kind of side that could push 
totals into the 190–200 range or beyond if 
allowed a start. Instead, Siraj shut that 
door early. No momentum, no freedom, 
no platform.He now has 11 wickets from 

10 matches this season. Solid numbers, but 
the feeling is there’s still another level he can 
hit.

GT have quietly built a three-match winning 
run, but they’re still outside the top four. With 
four league games left, they don’t just need 
wins, they need control like this.

time away. She struggled with it during the match, hitting some serves that 
were well long and others that were soft and easily pounced on by the powerful 
Collins."It was a frustrating match for me," Gauff said. "I felt like I was 
practicing well and then I don't think I transferred it today, but hopefully I got 
my bad match of the tournament out of the way and I could come back stronger 
the next round."

A balky serve ended her U.S. Open title defense last year, when she committed 
19 double-faults in a fourth-round loss to Emma Navarro. The serve was even 
more erratic Tuesday, though Gauff did hit a good one to end the match with an 
ace.

She is the top seed in Montreal due to the withdrawal of top-ranked Aryna 
Sabalenka, the player Gauff beat to win the French Open in June.

death, protest shuts
down Pune district

Pune, Agency: A shutdown
brought western Maharashtra's
Bhor-Rajgad belt in Pune dis-
trict to a halt Sunday as outrage
mounted over the rape and mur-
der of a three-year-old girl, with
her family refusing to meet
politicians until the 65-year-old
accused is sentenced to death.

Shops remained closed after
residents called a bandh to
protest the crime in Nasrapur
village of Bhor taluka. The
accused, a labourer from the vil-
lage and a father of seven, has
been arrested and is alleged to
be a repeat offender in child
abuse cases.

The girl went missing Friday
afternoon. Frantic search led
family to neighbour's CCTV that
showed the accused leading the
child to a cattle shed about
700m away, where her body was
found under a heap of cow dung.

Tension spread across the dis-
trict. Protesters tried to block
traffic at Khed Shivapur toll
plaza before police stepped in.
The previous night, demonstra-
tors and the victim's family
blocked Mumbai-Bengaluru
highway near Wadgaon bridge
for more than four hours,
demanding firm assurances
from the state govt.

In a video message, the child's
father said his family will not
meet any politicians until the
accused is awarded death penal-
ty. Several politicians visited the
family earlier in the day, while
minister Madhuri Misal and
Maratha quota activist Manoj
Jarange cancelled their plans
following the family's appeal.

Chief minister Devendra Fad-
navis said public anger was
understandable but cautioned
against attempts to exploit the
situation. He said he had spoken
to the victim's father and given a
written assurance that govt
would pursue the death penalty.
"The case will be tried in a fast-
track court and procedures will
be expedited," he said, adding
demands for public execution
cannot be met. "While everyone
wants the accused to be hanged
publicly, such things cannot be
done in a democratic system as
it functions according to the
law," Fadnavis added.

Kolkata, Agency: A senior
central government officer in a
PSU, an assistant teacher in a
govt school, a medical profes-
sional preparing for a national
entrance exam and an insur-
ance agent whose licence
hinges on his voter status - all
moved Calcutta high court last
week over their livelihoods
being on the line after their
names were deleted from Ben-
gal's electoral rolls during SIR.

Justice Krishna Rao told
their lawyers that the petitions
would be heard at a later date,
offering no relief before the
election or, in the doctor's case,
before his exam. SIR deletions
have stripped 27 lakh people in
the state of voting rights. The
four pending petitions now
highlight a dimension that goes
beyond disenfranchisement.

Petitioners flag citizen-

ship fears in electoral
purge: Petitioners argue that
for employees and licensed pro-
fessionals, removal from elec-
toral rolls brings their citizen-
ship into question, which could
lead to departmental action,
service termination and even
licence cancellation.

One of them, a 40-year-old
PSU assistant general manager
from Bhagabangola assembly
constituency of Murshidabad,
has been in service for more
than a decade.

His name appeared in draft
rolls published on Dec 16 last
year, but he was called for a
hearing over a "clerical dis-
crepancy" in his father's name
in the 2002 records. He sub-
mitted 11 documents but didn't
make it to the final rolls. His
appeal before the designated
tribunal came to nothing.

ment staff move court

Chandigarh, Agency:
A political face-off in Punjab
heads to Rashtrapati Bha-
van as rival camps led by
Rajya Sabha MP Raghav
Chadha and CM Bhagwant
Mann seek to meet the Pres-
ident within hours of each
other Monday, amid a row
over defections and alleged
police action.

Chadha, among seven
AAP MPs who switched to
BJP on April 24, is sched-
uled to meet President
Droupadi Murmu at
10.40am, ahead of Mann at
noon seeking "recall" of the
defectors. Some MPs are

expected to accompany
Chadha, who plans to raise
alleged "political vendetta".
The confrontation intensi-
fied after reports of two
FIRs with non-bailable
charges against Rajya Sabha

MP Sandeep Pathak. Pathak
said he had no information
on the cases but suggested
"misuse of govt machinery",
adding he would respond
after seeing FIR copies. AAP
spokesperson Kuldeep

Singh Dhaliwal said he had
no information. Punjab
police have issued no confir-
mation for a second day,
with officers describing
"radio silence". 

A senior lawyer said an
accused could still seek
anticipatory bail. DGP Gau-
rav Yadav did not respond.
BJP functionaries met gov-
ernor Gulab Chand Kataria,
alleging FIRs after AAP
MPs' switch were political
retaliation, and sought an
impartial probe, citing
action against Trident
Group owner and MP
Rajinder Gupta.

Team Raghav Chadha to get audience with
President Murmu ahead of Bhagwant Mann

Abandoned in forest, 2-year-old
walks for 20 hours, survives

Bhopal, Agency: A two-year-old boy,
unclothed waist down, walked barefoot alone for
nearly 20 hours through a forest full of wild ani-
mals after his father allegedly killed his mother
and abandoned him in a remote patch of Mad-
hya Pradesh. 

The stunning survival story ended with cops
finding the weak and dehydrated toddler early
Sunday in a remote patch along the Vidisha-
Raisen border after arresting his father. So hun-
gry and thirsty was the baby that he grabbed food and water the cops offered
him before he was rushed to hospital and stabilised.

.New Delhi,
Agency: All eyes are on
the high-stakes battle
between West Bengal
chief minister Mamata
Banerjee and the
assembly's opposition
leader Suvendu
Adhikari as counting of
votes take place on
Monday.

All India Trinamool
Congress (TMC) chief
Banerjee re-contested
from Bhabanipur seat,
which went to polls in
the second phase on
April 29. Meanwhile,
Adhikari campaigned
as Bharatiya Janata
Party (BJP) candidate for
both Nandigram and Bha-
banipur. Candidates repre-
senting BJP, TMC, CONG,
CPM, SUCI(C), BNARP,
IND are contesting in Bha-
banipur. According to
trends, Mamata is leading
from Bhabanipur but it
stays a close contest
between her and Adhikari.

In 2021, Banerjee had
contested against Adhikari
in his home turf, Nandi-
gram. She lost to the BJP
leader by 1,956 votes. Now,
Adhikari takes on Banerjee
in Bhabanipur - the CM's
home constituency.

Bhabanipur has long
been a stronghold for
Banerjee. She has repre-

sented the seat as an MLA
since 2011 and has not lost
an election there. After
becoming CM in 2011, she
secured a decisive bypoll
victory from Bhabanipur by
54,213 votes.

In 2016, her margin nar-
rowed as she defeated Con-
gress candidate Deepa Das-
munshi, backed by the Left,

by 25,301 votes, while
the BJP secured
26,299 votes.

In 2021, TMC
retained Bhabanipur,
with Sovandeb Chat-
topadhyay defeating
BJP's Rudranil Ghosh
by 28,719 votes. BJP's
vote share rose to
35.2%, signalling a
growing presence.

Banerjee later
returned to contest
the Bhabanipur
bypoll, winning by
58,835 votes and
securing her third
term as CM.

The electorate in
Bhabanipur has also under-
gone changes, with 41,068
names removed from the
rolls, reducing the voter
base by around 20% to
about 1.6 lakh.

An analysis by Souptik
Halder, along with Ashin
Chakraborty and Sabir
Ahamed, found that 56.7%
of voters flagged under the

'under adjudication' catego-
ry are Muslims, compared
to their 20% share in the
constituency's population
as per the 2011 Census.

Earlier findings had
shown Muslims accounted
for 22.7% of voters marked
as 'Absent, Shifted, or
Dead/Duplicate' (ASDD),
with the 'unmapped' share
at around 26%, roughly in
line with their population
share. However, this rose
sharply to 52% in the 'logi-
cal discrepancy' list.
According to Chakraborty,
despite Bhabanipur being a
mixed-community con-
stituency, Muslims are dis-
proportionately represent-
ed among those under
scrutiny. Halder added that
booth-wise analysis of 2021
and 2024 data suggests that
if voters under adjudication
are unable to vote, the
TMC's winning margin
could drop significantly,
and in some booths even
disappear.

New Delhi, Agency: In a
major policy shift, the Centre
will now screen all children
from birth to 18 years for dia-
betes and provide free, lifelong
treatment through the public
health system, expanding its
flagship Rashtriya Bal
Swasthya Karyakram (RBSK)
to address a growing burden of
the disease in younger age
groups.

The guidance document,
released by the Union health
ministry at a national public
health summit, lays down a
structured national framework
for screening, diagnosis, treat-
ment and long-term manage-
ment of childhood diabetes. It
integrates community- and
school-based screening with dis-

trict-level care, aiming to ensure
early detection and continuity of
treatment.

The rollout is part of the Cen-
tre's revamp of RBSK 2.0, which
adopts a lifecycle approach from
birth to 18 years and expands its
"4Ds" framework to include
non-communicable diseases
such as diabetes, along with
mental health and behavioural

conditions. The guidelines also
flag rising lifestyle risks-includ-
ing poor diet, reduced physical
activity and increased screen
exposure-and introduce digital
tracking and structured follow-
up systems to strengthen conti-
nuity of care.

Under the protocol, mobile
health teams will screen chil-
dren in schools and anganwadi
centres for symptoms such as
frequent urination, excessive
thirst, fatigue and weight loss-
the "4Ts" warning signs. Sus-
pected cases will undergo imme-
diate blood glucose testing and
be referred to district NCD clin-
ics for confirmation and treat-
ment. The move comes amid
growing concern over diabetes
in younger populations.
