Iran warns US against attacks 
on its oil tankers, other ships

JAKARTA.(Agency) 
 Iran's Revolutionary Guard navy on Saturday warned 

that any attack on Iranian oil tankers or commercial 
vessels would be met with a "heavy assault" on one of 
the US bases in the region and enemy ships, even as a 
tenuous ceasefire appeared to be holding.

Iranian state TV reported the warning a day after the 
United States struck two Iranian oil tankers, casting 
doubt on the month-old ceasefire that the US has 
insisted is still in effect. The US military said the 
tankers were trying to breach its blockade of Iran's 
ports.Meanwhile Bahrain, which hosts the US Navy's 
regional headquarters, said it arrested dozens of 
people it alleged had links to Iran's Revolutionary 
Guard.

Washington awaits Iran's response to its latest proposal 
for a deal to end the war, reopen the Strait of Hormuz 
to shipping and roll back Tehran's disputed nuclear 
program. And Russian President Vladimir Putin said 
Moscow's proposal to take enriched uranium from 
Iran to help negotiate a settlement remains on the table.

Bahrain says arrests were linked to Guard funding 
attemptBahrain said it had arrested 41 people it said 
are part of a group affiliated with the Revolutionary 
Guard. The interior ministry said investigations 
confirmed they were in contact with the Guard and 
collected funds "with the aim of sending them to Iran" 
to support its "terrorist operations."

The small Persian Gulf island is led by a Sunni Muslim 
monarchy but, like Iran, has a majority Shiite 
population.

Militia kill at least 69 in

A militia attack killed at least 69 people in Ituri 

province in the troubled northeast of the Democratic 
Republic of Congo, local and security sources told 
AFP Saturday.It was just the latest in a series of 
attacks in Ituri, a gold-rich province that borders 
Uganda which has suffered years of deadly 
conflict.Armed men affiliated with the Codeco 
militia (Cooperative for the Development of Congo) 
carried out the attack at the end of April, said the 
sources.The lack of security in the zone because of 
the continued presence of Codeco fighters delayed 
the recovery of the bodies for several days, they 
added.Security sources put the toll at 69 dead but a 
local civil protection official, Dieudonne Losa, told 
AFP that more than 70 people had been killed.

The Codeco militia claims to defend the rights of the 
mainly farming Lendu community, notably against 
the mainly pastoral Hema community.Another armed 
group active in the province, the Convention for the 
Popular Revolution (CRP), says it fights for the 
Hema community.They are just two of several armed 
groups active in the area, which also include the 
Allied Democratic Forces (ADF), a group formed by 
former Ugandan rebels that has pledged allegiance to 
the Islamic State group (IS).Local and security 
sources on Thursday said ADF fighters killed at least 
36 people in two days of attacks in Ituri and North 
Kivu.Since 2021, the Ugandan army has, alongside 
the Congolese military, been deployed in the northern 
part of North Kivu and in Ituri to fight the ADF.

The Congolese army sometimes uses Codeco as an 
auxiliary force.Earlier on Saturday, the UN mission 
in the Democratic Republic of Congo warned of a 
"deadly" wave of attacks in the country's restive east 
targeting civilians.

 As storm chaser Ashton Lemley picked his way 

through a tornado-ravaged Mississippi trailer park, 
he heard the unmistakable meow of a kitten pierce the 
predawn darkness.The homes were flattened just 
hours earlier as storms spawned at least three 
tornadoes across the bottom half of Mississippi, 
injuring a dozen at the trailer park in the rural 
community of Bogue Chitto.

Lemley had no idea where the kitten was, but he was 
determined to find it. After a few minutes, the 
meowing stopped, and Lemley feared the worst.

Then, five minutes later, he heard it again.
“I said, ‘Oh, he's still alive!'” Lemley told The 

Associated Press on Thursday.Lemley quickly dug 
under insulation from a flattened wall until his 
flashlight beam found the kitten — wet, scared and 
hiding between two wooden posts.Lemley captured 
the moment on video: “Oh my goodness, I found 
him!" he says to the camera. "Are you OK? Come 
here – it's OK. … We'll get you cleaned up, baby. 
Don't you worry.Lemley held the kitten in his arms 
for a few minutes before handing it off to the 
commander of the United Cajun Navy, a volunteer 
disaster-response group, who dried it off and took it 
to safety. Lemley marveled that it didn't appear to be 
injured.“I've been in these situations so many times,” 
said Lemley, who has been chasing storms since 
2010. “I don't try to get overly emotional. But it is 
very heartbreaking to see any type of animal or 
human go through something like that.”

Israel built the installation, which housed special forces 
and served as a logistical hub for the Israeli air force, 
with the knowledge of the U.S. just before the start of 
the U.S.-Israeli war against Iran, the newspaper said. 
It also included search-and-rescue teams positioned 
to assist any downed Israeli pilots, the Journal said.

Reuters could not independently verify the report. 
There was no immediate response from the Israeli 
prime minister's office to a Reuters request for 
comment. The base was almost discovered in early 
March after Iraqi state media said a local shepherd 

reported unusual military activity, including 
helicopter movements in the area.Iraqi troops were 
dispatched to investigate, but Israeli forces used 
airstrikes to keep them at a distance and prevent the 
site from being discovered, the paper said, citing one 
of the sources.The Journal cited a complaint filed

Forum Summit on May 31

New Delhi: India is set to host the 4th India-Africa Forum 
Summit in the national capital on May 31, with several Af-
rican Heads of State and Heads of Government expected to 
participate in the high-level gathering.
The summit will be preceded by senior officials’ meetings 
on May 28 and a Foreign Ministers’ meeting on May 29. 
Discussions are expected to focus on strengthening co-
operation in trade, defence, energy, critical minerals, ag-
riculture, healthcare, education, climate action, space and 
emerging technologies.
Officials said a joint declaration will be adopted at the end 
of the summit, outlining a roadmap aimed at aligning In-
dia’s vision of becoming a developed nation by 2047 with 
Africa’s Agenda 2063. India has expanded its diplomatic 
presence to 46 African countries, opened 17 new missions 
since 2018, and extended over $10 billion in credit lines to 
41 African nations. Bilateral trade currently stands at near-
ly $85 billion, making India Africa’s fourth-largest trading 
partner. India has also deepened ties in renewable energy, 
digital cooperation, maritime security and defence, while 
contributing around 5,000 peacekeepers to UN missions 
across Africa.
The last India-Africa Forum Summit was held in New Del-
hi in 2015.

News Desk: India and Trinidad and Tobago signed eight 
major agreements spanning tourism, healthcare, infrastruc-
ture, Ayurveda and renewable energy during External Af-
fairs Minister S. Jaishankar’s two-day visit to the Caribbean 
nation, giving fresh momentum to bilateral ties.
According to India’s Ministry of External Affairs, the 
agreements include projects for solarisation of Trinidad 
and Tobago’s Ministry of Foreign and CARICOM Affairs 
building, vector control initiatives, infrastructure develop-
ment at Nelson Island — where Indian immigrants were 
first housed — and the establishment of an Indian Chair on 
Ayurveda at the University of the West Indies.
During the visit, Dr Jaishankar held wide-ranging discus-
sions with Prime Minister Kamla Persad-Bissessar and sen-
ior leaders on expanding cooperation in infrastructure, se-
curity, forensics, healthcare and capacity building. The two 
sides also reviewed progress on commitments announced 
during Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s visit to Trinidad 
and Tobago last year.
Both countries reaffirmed stronger coordination in regional 
and multilateral forums, particularly on issues concerning 
the Global South.
In a major outreach initiative, Dr Jaishankar handed over 
the first batch of 2,000 laptops to schoolchildren in the pres-
ence of Prime Minister Persad-Bissessar. He also inaugu-
rated an agro-processing facility supported by machinery 
worth one million dollars provided by India last year.
The Indian minister, along with Prime Minister Persad-Bis-
sessar, jointly inaugurated Trinidad and Tobago’s National 
Prosthetics Centre in Penal, marking a significant step in 
healthcare collaboration between the two nations.

In an emotional speech, Vi-
jay spoke about his modest 
upbringing and positioned 
himself as a leader who un-
derstands the struggles of or-
dinary citizens.
“An assistant director’s son 
has now become chief min-
ister. I know poverty and 
hunger. I did not come from a 
royal family. I faced hardships 
and humiliation,” he said.
Calling himself “a son and 
brother of the people,” Vijay 
thanked voters for placing 
their trust in him and his 
party.
Sharp Attack on DMK
The newly sworn-in chief 
minister also launched a blis-
tering attack on the outgoing 

Dravida Munnetra Kazhag-
am government, accusing it 
of leaving the state burdened 
with massive debt.
“The DMK emptied the state 
coffers. We inherited a debt 
of ₹10 lakh crore. We will 

not allow public money to be 
looted,” Vijay asserted.
He promised that his govern-
ment would usher in a “new 
era of secular and social jus-
tice politics” in Tamil Nadu.
Alliance Support Helped 

TVK Form Government
Vijay expressed gratitude to 
alliance partners, including 
Rahul Gandhi, for supporting 
the formation of the new gov-
ernment after a closely fought 
election.

Though Tamilaga Vettri Ka-
zhagam emerged as the sin-
gle-largest party, it initially 
fell short of the majority mark 
in the 234-member Assembly. 
The party later secured back-
ing from the Indian National 
Congress, Communist Party 
of India, Communist Party 
of India (Marxist), Viduthalai 
Chiruthaigal Katchi and In-
dian Union Muslim League, 
taking the alliance strength to 
120 seats.
The victory marks Tamil Na-
du’s first government in near-
ly six decades led by a party 
outside the traditional Drav-
ida Munnetra Kazhagam and 
All India Anna Dravida Mun-
netra Kazhagam dominance.
Vijay’s government is now set 
to face its first crucial test in

“I will not deceive people 
with false assurances,” Vi-
jay declared, while urging 
citizens to give his govern-
ment reasonable time to 
prove itself.
“Only One Power Centre”
In a strong political mes-
sage aimed at both allies 
and critics, Vijay asserted 
that his government would 
function under a single au-
thority.
“There will be no power 
centre other than me. I 

will be the only centre of 
power,” he said, signalling 
that the Tamilaga Vettri 
Kazhagam government 
would operate indepen-
dently despite relying on 
alliance support to secure 
a majority.
The remark is being viewed 
as an attempt to reassure 
supporters that the new 
administration will not 
be controlled by coalition 
pressures.

The 51-year-old leader

TVK emerged as the single 
largest force in the Assem-
bly elections with 108 seats 
in the 234-member House, 
falling short of the halfway 
mark of 118.
Vijay eventually secured 
enough backing from al-
liance partners to stake 
claim to form the govern-
ment.

‘Do Not Buy Gold for One 
Year’
In one of his strongest ap-
peals, PM Modi urged peo-
ple to avoid purchasing 
gold for weddings and cer-
emonies for at least one year, 
saying India spends huge 
amounts of foreign exchange 

on gold imports annually.
“I would appeal to people 
not to buy gold for weddings 
for one year,” Modi told the 
gathering, stressing the need 
for economic restraint and 
national responsibility.
‘We Do Not Have Big-Big 
Oil Wells’
Highlighting India’s depend-
ence on imported crude oil, 
the Prime Minister remind-
ed citizens that the country 
lacks massive natural oil 
reserves and therefore must 
reduce fuel consumption 
wherever possible.

Samajwadi Party (SP) president Akhilesh 
Yadav demanded on Saturday that 
elections in India be held through ballot 
papers and appealed to his party cadres to 
get ready to fight against what he called a 
“multilayered election mafia” to save the 
country’s democracy and Constitution.

Addressing a press conference at the party 
headquarters in Lucknow, Akhilesh 
asserted that the INDIA alliance will stay 
strong in Uttar Pradesh and they will defeat 
the BJP with public support. His party’s 
demand for casting votes through ballot 
papers and their fight to remove electronic 
voting machines (EVMs) will continue 
even if “it takes years or a century”, the 

former chief minister asserted. “The 
Samajwadi Party defeated the BJP in the 
2024 Lok Sabha elections through 
EVMs and will again defeat them 
through EVMs. But we will keep 
working to get the EVMs removed. The 
BJP government is picking a hole in the 
public’s pockets through smart 
electricity meters.

The smart metre keeps running even 
during a power outage. It has been found 
that these meters can also be operated 
through a remote control. If this can 
happen with smart meters, why cannot it 
not happen with EVMs,” the SP leader 
added. Taking an indirect jibe at the RSS, 
he said, “The BJP’s unregistered 

companions, who spent their whole lives 
doing espionage, create a misleading 
atmosphere. In the 2022 UP Assembly 
elections, the party conspired to delete the 
voters’ names. They submitted to the 

Election Commission affidavits of 
voters whose names were deleted, but 
no action has yet been taken against any 
official responsible for this. Now, the 
SIR (Special Intensive Revision) has 
been introduced to delete votes. The 
Samajwadi Party is checking the voter 
lists across the state.” The Election 
Commission, he alleged, is not sharing 
technical information such as the type of 
software it uses. “Votes were deleted on 
a large scale in West Bengal. Votes were 

removed by showing errors. This happened 
openly. The BJP is not only looting the 
rights of people but it is also looting votes,” 
Yadav added. “When Samajwadi Party 
comes to power, education for girls from 

KG (kindergarten) to PG (postgraduation) 
will be free. Our government built a world-
class cancer institute on 100 acres at a cost 
of Rs 1,000 crore. In a Samajwadi Party 
government, cancer treatment will be 
made free,” he said.

The Noida International Airport was 
inaugurated for selling the aviation facility, 
he claimed.

However,  the company 
claimed the exports were 
fully legitimate and part of 
India’s rapidly growing 
mobile export sector under 

the Centre’s “Make in India” and Production-Linked Incentive 
(PLI) schemes.

In its press statement, the company said it entered the mobile phone 
export business in May 2023 and exported more than 44,000 
branded devices and accessories, including Apple iPhones, 
AirPods, Samsung and OnePlus handsets.

The company stated that every handset exported underwent 
“multiple statutory verifications”, including customs examination, 
IMEI scanning through the Customs ICEGATE system and cross-
verification by manufacturers such as Apple and Samsung against 
global activation databases. It further claimed that many of the 
exported devices were activated outside India, which, according to 
the firm, proves the exports were genuine.

The MHA directive, dated January 28, also 
notified that all the six stanzas that were 
part of the original Vande Mataram 
should be sung at official functions. This 
marked a departure from the practice of 
singing only the two stanzas adopted by 
the Constituent Assembly in 1950.

The decision also did not go down well 
with the Congress, with the Grand Old 
Party saying the move went against a 
decision taken during its 1937 session on 
the advice of Rabindranath Tagore to 
remain sensitive to the sentiments of 
different communities and religions.

Amid the row, Congress chief Mallikarjun 
Kharge said he found it “deeply ironic that those 
who today claim to be the guardians of 
nationalism have never sung ‘Vande 
Mataram’...”

Blasts in Punjab: Low-intensity attacks, high-stakes warning

The BJP victory in Assam did not come as a 
surprise—at least not to anyone in the Northeast. 
The party returned with 82 seats in the Assembly 
of 126, giving it a majority on its own. Its allies in 
the North East Democratic Alliance, Asom Gana 
Parishad and Bodoland People’s Front, won 10 
seats each.Many factors ensured this. The 
foremost is the persona of Chief Minister 
Himanta Biswa Sarma, and his well-calculated 
and calibrated populist agenda whipping up and 
capitalising on the inherent Assamese 
demographic anxiety of being overwhelmed by 
Muslim immigrants from Bangladesh. Whether 
this proves to be a boon or a bane for the state and 
the region in the long run is a matter of 
anticipation.Equally important is the fact that 
dislodging a party in power, especially if it is also 
in power in New Delhi, has never been easy in the 
Northeast. The region today suffers from a 
psychology of living on Delhi’s charity, therefore 
seeing themselves safer on the right side of the 
powers that be at the Centre. The BJP’s victory 
was also helped by some high-profile, pre-
e l e c t i o n  d e f e c t i o n s — e n g i n e e r e d  o r  
otherwise—from its major rival, the Congress.

The Congress was left licking its wounds, 
garnering just 19 seats, down 10 seats from its 
share in the last election. Even its flag-bearer, 
Gaurav Gogoi, lost in his home constituency 
Jorhat.While it does seem like a decimation of the 
Congress in the state, a little rethink is called for. 
The picture is quite different in terms of vote 
share. While the BJP won 37.81 percent of the 
votes polled, the Congress received 29.84 
percent. Though nobody can argue with the 
decisive nature of BJP’s win, in terms of the 
support base, the margin is not as great as the seat 
numbers make it seem.The debate on the pros and 
cons of the first-past-the-post electoral system is 
for another time. What everyone needs to keep in 
sight at this moment is that though victors have 
all the right to celebrate their victory, they also 
need to display some humility in the knowledge 
that citizens on the opposite end of the political 
spectrum number almost as many as those who 
supported them.The Assam victory is important 
for the BJP and its prospect in the Northeast. The 
party’s upbeat mood is also bolstered 
tremendously by its victory in West Bengal. For 
the Northeast, Kolkata offers an important 
junction parallel to Guwahati for connectivity to 
the rest of the country.So whatever happens in 
Bengal has always had very profound impact on 
the Northeast as well. This has been so from the 
colonial days. Indeed, when the British annexed 
Assam in 1826, it was made an extension of 
Bengal. Likewise, Curzon’s partition of Bengal 
and subsequent reunification had a great bearing 
on the politics and psychology of ordinary people 
in the Northeast. Not the least, most first-
generation, western-educated pioneers from the 
region acquired their degrees from Calcutta and 
Dhaka universities, making this connection even 
deeper-rooted.How, then, would the BJP victory 
in Assam and West Bengal pan out in the rest of 
the Northeast is a question all observers of 
politics in the region would be asking. The first 
thing to remember is that of the region’s seven 
states—excluding Sikkim, which is more in West 
Bengal’s orbit—the four states of Assam, 
Tripura, Arunachal Pradesh and Manipur are 
BJP-ruled today.The remaining three, which are 
core Christian states—Meghalaya, Mizoram and 
Nagaland—are ruled by regional parties allied 
with the BJP. Those alliances are not for any 
ideological affinity, but are driven by 
transactional considerations of aligning with the 
power corridors in Delhi. This profile of the 
major political equations in the region is unlikely 
to change. What the BJP victory in Assam and 
West Bengal has probably done is to ensure this 
equation remains secure and intact.

Kritika Kamra began her acting career with a TV show. After shooting to popularity in TV, she forayed into 
films in 2018. But in her words, it was the streaming show, Tandav, that proved to be a game-changer. But 
it was no cakewalk. Not having the safety net of a film family is something a lot of outsiders deal with and 

Kritika is no different.Speaking exclusively to News18, Kritika Kamra reveals escaping casting couch in the 
initial years of her career. “I had heard about things like the casting couch. My parents had read about it in 
the papers. I also had a brush with it but got off unscathed. It was just luck and chance. It wasn’t because I 
was too smart. I really wasn’t because when I had started out, I was really young," she recalls.
While she has established herself, particularly, in the streaming space today, Kritika remarks that 

preferential treatment is something she still deals with. A part of it, she believes, may also stem from 
the background and ‘baggage of TV’. “I’ve experienced this hierarchy. I was happily doing TV 
and, in my head, there was no difference between TV and films," she says.

This eventual discrimination, according to Kritika, 
feels like ‘feudalism’. “I came from a small town 
and anybody who was onscreen was an actor for 
me. I wasn’t aware of this unsaid hierarchy, 

which is like feudalism in a way. I also 
wasn’t aware of how one is perceived 

because of their onscreen presence and 
characters," she tells us.
Talking about how makers would 

and sometimes still judge her, 
t h e  M a t k a  K i n g  a c t o r 
reminisces, “I think there’s a tinge of surprise in a lot of people when they 
speak to me or when they come to know that I know of other things apart from 

acting. I won’t say that it’s judgmental on their part but I guess this is something 
that happens to actors.”

“I think they think of me as someone who isn’t smart. Nobody said it in so many 
words but that’s the understanding that I got. The fact that they didn’t finally think 

of me as someone who’s not smart was like an awkward compliment," Kritika adds. As she continues to 
navigate all of this, the only non-negotiable for her is playing ‘women with agency’.

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20,000 Indian sea-
farers caught in Gulf

turmoil: Mariners'
body flags alarm

New Delhi, Agency: Over
20,000 Indian seafarers are
staring at a humanitarian night-
mare in the Gulf and Strait of
Hormuz amid escalating ten-
sions, with fears of conflict
spillover trapping vessels and
leaving crews stranded without
food, medicine or escape routes,
said National Union of
Seafarers of India (NUSI), one
of the country's oldest maritime
unions. The body has urged the
govt to treat the crisis as a
"national priority and activate
urgent evacuation protocols".
The 20,000-plus Indian seafar-
ers-drawn from the massive
scale of Indian manpower in the
region-remains fluid, as crews
rotate daily based on vessel
schedules, port curbs, flag
states, and security alerts.

New Delhi, Agency:
After losing her two elder
sons to a rare genetic disor-
der, the wife of an Army
personnel from Jammu
and Kashmir donated a
part of her liver to save her
youngest child, an eight-
year-old boy suffering from
severe liver failure due to
Wilson's disease. The story
of the mother's sacrifice was
shared by doctors ahead of
Mother's Day.

Badal Choudhary, a Class 4
student, was suffering from
Wilson's disease, a rare inherit-
ed disorder in which excessive
copper builds up in the body,
severely damaging organs such
as the liver and brain if left
untreated. Doctors at Marengo
Asia Hospitals, Faridabad, said
the child was brought to the
hospital in critical condition
after treatment elsewhere failed
to improve his health. His jaun-
dice had become extremely
severe and his abdomen was
filled with infected fluid.

Dr Punit Singla, program
clinical director and head of
liver transplant and HPB
Surgery at the hospital, said the
child's jaundice had become
extremely severe and blood
tests showed his liver was fail-
ing, making an immediate liver

transplant necessary. "The fam-
ily had already lost two sons to
the same disease and was dev-
astated seeing their third child
battling for life," he said.

With no time to lose, the
child's 40-year-old mother,
Renu Choudhary, volunteered
to donate a portion of her liver
after being found medically fit
for transplant.

Doctors performed the com-
plex liver transplant surgery in
December 2025, a procedure
that lasted nearly 12 to 13 hours.
A small portion of the mother's
liver was transplanted into the
child. Both mother and son
recovered successfully after the
surgery and the child was dis-
charged three weeks later.
Doctors said Badal is now
healthy and living a normal life.
Wilson's disease is considered
rare and is often difficult to diag-
nose in the early stages because
symptoms can mimic other liver
and neurological disorders.

The Enforcement
Directorate (ED) on
Saturday arrested Punjab
minister Sanjeev Arora in
connection with an ongoing
Rs 100 crore money laun-
dering probe linked to
alleged fraudulent Goods
and Services Tax (GST)
transactions, officials said.

Officials said Arora was
arrested under the
Prevention of Money
Laundering Act (PMLA).

The Punjab industries
minister was taken into cus-
tody hours after the ED con-
ducted raids at five loca-
tions across Delhi,
Gurugram and Chandigarh,
including his official resi-
dence in Chandigarh as well

as premises linked to his
associates and companies.

Arora had also faced ED
action in April, just days
after similar raids were con-
ducted against then-AAP
Rajya Sabha MP Ashok
Kumar Mittal. Shortly after-
wards, Mittal joined the BJP
along with six other Rajya
Sabha MPs from the party,

including Raghav Chadha.
According to ED, Arora

and entities linked to him
generated fake purchase
bills for mobile phones
through non-existent firms
operating out of Delhi.
Investigators suspect these
transactions were used to
fraudulently claim input tax
credit (ITC), GST refunds
and export-related benefits.

The central agency fur-
ther alleged that the pro-
ceeds from the transactions
were routed through
exports and later "round-
tripped" from Dubai to
India in an attempt to legit-
imise illicit funds.

The 62-year-old leader is
the MLA from Ludhiana
West and a former Rajya

Sabha member. His arrest
comes less than a year
before Punjab is scheduled
to go to the assembly polls
in February 2027.

AAP leaders have linked
the action to the upcoming
elections, accusing the BJP-
led Centre of pursuing a
campaign of political
vendetta through central
investigative agencies.

"By conducting ED raids,
their purpose is not to find
any black money or illegal
documents. Their purpose
is to send a message to the
person being raided that if
they join the BJP, every-
thing will be forgiven,"
Punjab chief minister
Bhagwat Mann told
reporters in Sangrur.

CBI searches at 17 sites in cases linked to ADAG
New Delhi, Agency: Central Bureau of

Investigation (CBI) on Saturday conducted searches at
17 locations in Mumbai in connection with three cases
registered against Reliance ADA Group companies,
Reliance Telecom Limited, Reliance Commercial
Finance Limited and Reliance Home Finance Limited
and their directors. According to CBI, the searches
were carried out at the residential premises of directors
of the companies and offices of intermediary firms
allegedly used for diversion of bank funds. The search-
es were conducted on the basis of warrants issued on May 8 by a special CBI
court in Mumbai. CBI said incriminating documents were seized during the
searches. Investigators also found that multiple intermediary companies
were allegedly operating from the same address.

kolkata, Agency: PM
Modi touching the feet of a
nonagenarian BJP member
and then kneeling down in
gratitude to the surging
crowd at Brigade Ground,
an image of Goddess Durga
as the backdrop on the
dais, and CM Suvendu
Adhikari dressed in a gerua
(saffron) kurta - the oath-
taking of BJP's first govt in
West Bengal was marked
by a medley of symbolism.

If the Bengal assembly
polls wrote history, BJP
went to great lengths to
acknowledge the ingredi-
ents which went into the
making of this history as its
maiden govt was sworn in.
The emotional weight of
the moment showed. After
taking oath, Suvendu
bowed to Modi, who has a
dislike to people touching
his feet, and lingered in the
bent pose for a while as the

PM clasped his folded
hands with one hand and
smilingly patted his back
with another. He then held
him tightly as the crowd
roared. Suvendu reserved a
similar gesture, though for
a briefer while amid the
row of dignitaries, for
home minister Amit Shah,
the lynchpin of BJP's win-
ning strategy. Since he quit

TMC to join BJP in Shah's
presence in 2020, the
home minister backed him
for leading BJP's ground
resistance against the
Mamata Banerjee govt
despite the occasional
grumblings from the
organisation's old guard. A
faith that paid off.

But the milestone event
was also an occasion to

acknowledge the long toil
of veterans. Dilip Ghosh, a
former RSS pracharak and
ex-state BJP chief who at
times felt hard done by as a
new crop of netas emerged,
was the first minister to
take oath after Suvendu, a
nod to his decades-long
dedication to the saffron
cause. Modi also met fami-
ly members of a few of the
BJP members who were
killed in alleged political
violence over the decades.

BJP's choice of five min-
isters attested to the party's
diverse social and regional
support in the polls. 

While Suvendu is a
Brahmin, Ghosh is an OBC,
Ashok Kirtania, Kshudiram
Tudu and Nishit Pramanik
come from Matua, tribal
and Rajbonshi communi-
ties. The lone woman
member, Agnimitra Paul, is
a Kayastha. 

Srinagar, Agency: For
nearly two decades, adven-
ture tourism transformed
Kashmir's mountains into a
magnet for high-end domes-
tic tourists and foreign visi-
tors. Trekkers crossed alpine
meadows, glacier-fed valleys
and mountaineers climbed
Kolahoi peak, turning the
sector into one of the
Valley's fastest-growing
tourism industries. Much of
that activity has now fallen
silent. After last year's
Pahalgam terror attack and
Operation Sindoor, all
trekking routes across
Kashmir have been closed,
bringing the Valley's once-
booming adventure tourism
industry to a near standstill.

"Adventure tourism
picked up in Kashmir in a

major way over the past two
decades and became an
essential part of Kashmir
tourism. But for the past
year, it is dead," Rouf
Tramboo, president of the
winter games association
and well-known moun-
taineer of the Valley, said.

From his office overlook-
ing Dal Lake, Tramboo said
the govt promoted trekking
in a big way in the past six

years, encouraging local
entrepreneurs to invest
heavily in camping equip-
ment, trekking logistics and
mountaineering infrastruc-
ture. A tourism department
official said the govt
opened up more trekking
routes in the Valley after
Article 370's abrogation,
taking the number to 75.
Even forest huts were made
available for visitors.

Losing hair despite "nor-
mal" blood work is a com-
mon frustration for many
women. Doctors say the
answer may not lie in rou-
tine reports-but in what's
happening inside the
scalp. For female pattern
alopecia, patients are typi-
cally advised a battery of
tests-testosterone, free
androgen index, thyroid
function and nutritional
work-ups such as vitamin
levels. Yet, these often
come back normal, leaving
both patients and clini-
cians without clear
answers. A study, pub-
lished in an international
journal of dermatology
now offers an explanation.

Researchers from Delhi's
Ram Manohar Lohia
Hospital found that
women with female pat-
tern hair loss had signifi-
cantly higher levels of a
hormone marker called
3?-diol G-even when stan-
dard hormones like testos-
terone remained within
normal range.Female pat-
tern hair loss, which caus-
es gradual thinning over
the front and top of the
scalp, affects a large num-
ber of women and often
takes a toll on confidence.

It's a Thursday morning,
and three directors and
several shareholders of a
seafood company are gath-
ered around a conference
table, absorbed in a pres-
entation on food packag-
ing. "Good packaging adds
value to a product; it can
even fetch a higher price,"
says the instructor at the
Indian Institute of
Packaging, in Marathi. As the
directors nod, the silver tinsel in
the pechak-che gajre in their hair
and the gold naths in their noses
gleam. The Koli women have
never attended a workshop. Nor
have they ever worked for a com-
pany - let alone run one. Yet they
are directors of Daryavardi
Producer Company Limited
(DPCL), Mumbai's first fish
farmer producer organisation: a
community-owned enterprise
led entirely by Koli women that
aims to transform their fish-
vending trade from a cottage

industry to a corporate venture.
They already have 1,000

shareholders from the commu-
nity. Besides delivering fish,
masalas and snacks, they are
diversifying into running live
food counters and selling online.
A community kitchen is up, a
cloud kitchen is in the works,
and exports are being explored.

April marked three years since
company's formation. "We didn't
realise packaging affects shelf
life; we always sold fish in poly-
thene bags," says Pratibha Patil,
a director from Juhu Koliwada.

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National Technology Day

Every year on May 11, India
celebrates National Technology
Day, a moment that goes far
beyond ceremonial speeches or
social media messages.

In recent decades, India’s
technological identity has
expanded beyond government
laboratories and scientific insti-
tutions. The rise of the informa-
tion technology industry trans-
formed the country’s economy
and global reputation. Cities
such as Bengaluru, Hyderabad,
Pune, and Gurugram became
international technology hubs.
Indian software professionals
and engineers began contributing
to major global companies, while
domestic firms established them-
selves as world leaders in IT
services. This technological
boom created millions of jobs
and changed the aspirations of an
entire generation.

The digital revolution accel-
erated further with the spread of
smartphones, affordable internet,
and digital payment systems.
Today, even small towns and vil-

lages are connected through
online platforms. Farmers use
mobile apps to check weather
forecasts and crop prices.
